MARLBOROUGH, NH CODE OF ORDINANCE

TRAFFIC ORDINANCE

For the purpose of making all necessary rules and regulations for the regulation and control of traffic upon the streets of the Town of Marlborough, the Town of Marlborough, Board of Selectmen, authorized by New Hampshire Revised Statutes Annotated, Chapter 41, Section 11, and RSA 47:17, VII and VIII, and by vote of the regular Town Meeting of March 13, 1984, hereby enact the following Ordinance.  This Ordinance shall supersede any previously adopted Ordinances regarding the regulation of traffic. 

SECTION I – GENERAL PROVISIONS
(A) DECLARATION OF PURPOSE: The purpose of this Ordinance is to regulate traffic and parking upon the Streets and Public Places in the Town of Marlborough, New Hampshire. 

(B) TITLE: This Ordinance shall be known and may be cited as the "Traffic Ordinance of the Town of Marlborough." 

(C) AUTHORITY: RSA 47:17 and by vote of the regular Town Meeting of March 13, 1984. 

(D) PUBLICATION AND EFFECTIVE DATE: Rules and regulations adopted and approved by the Board of Selectmen shall not take effect until the title and a brief summary of each rule or regulation has been posted in at least one public place and published in at least one newspaper of general circulation in the Town at least one week prior to the effective date thereof.

(E) AVAILABILITY OF RULES AND REGULATIONS: The Town Clerk shall maintain a copy of each rule and regulation in a form readily available for public examination during the regular hours of that office.

(F) AUTHORITY TO REGULATE PARKING AND DESIGNATE PARKING SPACES: The Board of Selectmen, may after conducting a public hearing, by resolution, establish or modify the location of any Parking Space.

(G) NO STOPPING OR PARKING OF VEHICLES EXCEPT AS PERMITTED BY THIS ORDINANCE: No Person shall stop or park a vehicle on any Street or Public Place except in accordance with the requirements of this Ordinance. 

(H) DEPARTMENTAL AUTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITY: Officers of the Police Department or such officers as are assigned by the Chief of Police are hereby authorized to direct all traffic by voice, hand, or signal in conformance with the provisions of this traffic ordinance; provided, however, in the event of a fire or other emergency or to expedite traffic or to safeguard pedestrians, officers of the Police Department may direct as conditions may require notwithstanding the provisions herein.

(1) The Chief of Police or his designee may restrict or prohibit parking or travel on any public street whenever the ordinary use of the street would become hazardous due to an emergency, special event, or unusual activity. With the exception of an emergency situation, such special restricted parking, prohibited travel shall not exceed 72 hours without authority from the Board of Selectmen of the Town of Marlborough. The Chief of Police or his designee should inform the Board of Selectmen of his decision.

(2) Officers of the Fire Department, when at the scene of a fire or other emergency, may direct or assist the police in directing traffic in the immediate vicinity.

(3) Any person working for the Town in the performance of their duty may direct traffic as conditions may require.

(I) DISPOSITION OF FUNDS: All funds collected pursuant to this Ordinance shall be deposited in the General Fund of the Town of Marlborough. 

(J) TEMPORARY REGULATIONS:

(1) If the Selectmen anticipate an event or combination of events to occur in the Town, which they believe will cause significant traffic congestion and possibly jeopardize public safety and convenience, they may authorize the Chief of Police to prohibit Parking by the erection of temporary traffic signs or signals in specific areas for a period not exceeding 72 hours. The resolution of the Board of Selectmen shall specify the areas and times that such temporary regulations are in effect.

(2) Upon the request of a resident of the Town of Marlborough, the Chief of Police may, if he believes the public safety and convenience so require, suspend the Parking regulations set forth in this Ordinance for a period of time not to exceed 24 hours, and may impose such restrictions upon the Person(s) making the request as he believes may be required for the safety and convenience of the public. 

(K) DAMAGE TO OR REMOVAL OF SIGNS:  Breaking, damaging, defacing or removing any sign, post or other devise erected in accordance with these regulations, shall be a violation of these Regulations, in addition to any other criminal penalties that may be imposed.  (See also RSA 265:15, Interference with Traffic Devices, Signs or Signals).

(L) EMERGENCY VEHICLE EXEMPTION:  The provisions of this ordinance regulating the movement, parking and standing of vehicles shall not apply to emergency vehicles.  This exemption shall not relieve or protect the operator of any such vehicle from the consequences of a reckless disregard for the safety of others.

SECTION II – DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of this Ordinance, the following words and phrases are defined as follows:

(A) “Chief of Police” shall mean the police chief of the Town of Marlborough, New Hampshire.

(B) “Controlled Parking Space” shall mean any Parking Space that is designated for a specified purpose and to be used by certain vehicles only, such as, but not limited to, bus zones, loading zones, Official Vehicle parking spaces and handicapped parking spaces. 

(C) “Improper Parking Charge” shall mean the monetary charge assessed against the Owner or Operator of a vehicle that is parked contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance.

(D) "Notice" shall mean the notice or ticket issued by an Officer of the Town of Marlborough informing the Owner or Operator of a vehicle that such vehicle is parked contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance.

(E) "Officer" shall mean either an authorized civilian employee of the Marlborough Police Department, or an authorized police officer of the Marlborough Police Department.

(F) "Official Vehicles" shall mean any authorized vehicle operated by the Town of Marlborough, the State of New Hampshire, or a political subdivision thereof, for official purposes, including but not limited to vehicles operated by the Marlborough Police Department, Fire Department, and Public Works Department, and the New Hampshire State Police.

(G) "Operator" shall mean and include every individual who operates a vehicle as the Owner thereof, or as the agent, employee or licensee of the Owner, who is in actual control of a vehicle. 

(H) "Owner" shall mean the registered Owner of a vehicle, according to the records maintained by any State Division of Motor Vehicles.

(I) "Park" or "Parking" shall mean the standing or stopping of a vehicle, whether occupied or not, upon a Street, except temporarily for the purpose of, and while actually engaged in, receiving or discharging passengers; loading or unloading goods or merchandise; or in the obedience to traffic regulations, signs or signals. 

(J) "Parking Space" shall mean any area or space on a Street or Public Place where a vehicle legally may park, including, but not limited to, Controlled Parking Spaces and Permit Parking Areas.

(K) "Permit Parking Area" shall mean any parking area owned or leased by the Town designated in Appendix E of this Ordinance as a Permit Parking Area.

(L) "Resident Sticker" shall mean a Town of Marlborough Resident sticker, decal or sign authorized and issued as per the Town of Marlborough Transfer Station Recycling Center Ordinance. 

(M) "Teacher Permit Parking Placard" shall mean a Town of Marlborough Teacher Permit Parking decal or sign authorized and issued by the Chief of Police. 

(N) "Person" shall mean and include any individual, firm, partnership, corporation, or other association. 

(O) "Public Place" shall mean any real property owned or leased by the Town of Marlborough, New Hampshire, including but not limited to public parking areas.

(P) "State Division of Motor Vehicles" shall mean any state governmental agency responsible for the issuance of certificates of title and/or certificates of registration for vehicles. In the State of New Hampshire this agency is the Division of Motor Vehicles in the Department of Safety (RSA 106-A:1 and RSA 260:1).

(Q) "Street" shall mean the entire width between the boundary lines of any public highway, street, road, right-of-way, alley, or way, located in the Town of Marlborough and maintained by the State or Town or subdivisions thereof.


(R) “Municipal Parking Lot” – Parking lot located off of Frost Street behind Doody’s and the Fire Station.

(S) Unless otherwise specified in this Ordinance, all terms used herein shall have the same meaning as they have in RSA Chapters 259 through 266. 

SECTION III - RESTRICTED PARKING

(A)  Restrictions on Parking:

(1) No Parking in Specified Areas: No person, unless directed to do so by a Police Officer, shall stop stand or park a vehicle:

(a) within ten (10) feet of any intersection;

(b) within five (5) feet of a private driveway, except where the surface of the Street has been marked or designated by painted lines;

(c) within ten (10) feet of a private driveway on any one way street; 

(d) where prohibited by an official traffic device or sign;

(e) on any sidewalk;

(f) where prohibited by markings painted on the surface of the street;

(g) so as to obstruct any street or crosswalk.  (See also RSA 31:102, Obstructing Access to Highways);

(h) in a designated Fire Lane;

(i) within fifteen(15) feet of a fire hydrant;

(j) along side or opposite any street excavation or obstruction in any manner that would obstruct traffic.

(2) Manner of Parking: 
(a) Vehicles shall be parked within any painted lines marking or designating a Parking Space. No vehicle shall stop or Park in a manner such that the vehicle is straddling a painted line marking or designating a Parking Space or is not within a Parking Space designated by such painted lines.

(b) Where there are no painted lines on the surface of the Street marking or designating a Parking Space, no vehicle shall stop or Park except in conformity with the requirements set forth in RSA 265:71. (Parallel Parking, right hand wheels to right hand curb or edge of roadway and within twelve (12) inches of the curb or edge of roadway.)

(3) No Parking for Purposes of Advertising:  No Person shall stop or Park vehicle upon any Street or other public place if that vehicle is displayed as being for sale or is being used for the primary purpose of displaying advertising.

(4) Restrictions on All-Night Parking:  In order to facilitate street cleaning and other municipal functions and for the enhancement of public safety, no motor vehicles shall be parked upon any ways or within the public rights-of-way of the Town of Marlborough between the hours of 11:00 P.M. and 6:00 A.M. between November 1st to April 15th per RSA 41:17.  The purpose of this provision is to ensure that the locations designated above are clear so that the Town may plow and remove snow and ice. 

(5) Snow Removal No Parking Ban:  No vehicle shall be parked or left standing upon any way in the Town in such a manner as to impede the plowing or removal of snow and ice or the application of sand and/or salt to the roads and the clearing of streets.  In accordance with RSA 262:32, such vehicles may be towed and the towing/storage charges shall be at the expense of the owner.

(6) The municipal lot shall not be used for storage of vehicles defined by NH RSA 259:122.  A vehicle is considered stored if it has been parked, unattended, for a period of greater than 7 days, without the appropriate permission being given.    

(7) Authority to Designate Controlled Parking Areas: The Board of Selectmen may, after conducting a public hearing, by resolution, establish or modify the location of any Controlled Parking Space. After consultation with the Board of Selectmen, the Chief of Police or his designees, shall cause to be marked areas designated in the appendices of this Ordinance Official Vehicle Parking Spaces, or handicapped parking zones or any other Controlled Parking Space with signs or with painted markings upon the surface of the Street or pavement. 

(8) Controlled Parking Spaces:

(a) No Person shall stop or park any vehicle in any area designated as an Official Vehicle Parking Space, unless the vehicle is an Official Vehicle.

(b) Handicapped Parking Zones: No Person shall stop or Park a vehicle in any area designated as "Handicap Parking," except vehicles that have either a special license plate, decal, tag or card, issued pursuant to RSA 261:86 through 88, indicating the vehicle is for the use of a handicapped Person. 

SECTION IV - PERMIT PARKING

(A) Permit Parking Areas and Permit Parking Stickers:

(1) Authority to Designate Permit Parking Areas: The Board of Selectmen may, after conducting a public hearing, by resolution, establish or modify the location of Permit Parking Areas designated in Appendix E. After consultation with the Board of Selectmen, the Chief of Police and/or his designees shall cause to be posted signs and/or markings designating Permit Parking Areas.

(2) Authority to Designate Teacher Permit Parking Area: The Board of Selectmen may, after conducting a public hearing, by resolution, establish or modify the location of a Teachers Parking Area designated in Appendix E. After consultation with the Board of Selectmen, the Chief of Police and/or his designees shall cause to be posted signs and/or marking designating Teacher Permit Parking Areas.  The Chief of Police or his designee shall be authorized and shall issue annually, at the beginning of each school year, Teacher Permit Parking decals.  Said decals shall be hung from the rear view mirror and shall be visible at all times while parked in the Teachers Parking Lot.

(3) No Person shall stop or park a vehicle in any Permit Parking Area unless that vehicle displays a proper Resident Sticker.

(4) No Person shall stop or park a vehicle in the Teacher Permit Parking area unless that vehicle displays a proper Teacher Permit Parking decal. 

SECTION V - CHARGES, PENALTIES, AND ENFORCEMENT

(A) Owner Responsibility for Improper Parking: No person shall permit or cause a vehicle registered in his name to park contrary to any provision of this Ordinance. The name of the person listed as the Owner of the vehicle with the State Division of Motor Vehicles shall be prima facie evidence that the registered Owner was the Operator of the vehicle.

(B) Notice of Charge: Whenever an Officer observes a vehicle that is parked contrary to any provision of this Ordinance, he shall attach to the vehicle a Notice informing the Operator or Owner that the vehicle has been parked contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance. The Notice shall include the following information:

(1) the location where the vehicle is parked; 

(2) the state registration or license number of the vehicle;

(3) the date and time that the Officer observed the vehicle parked or operated contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance;

(4) a statement that if the Owner or Operator of the vehicle does not submit payment of an Improper Parking Charge within 10 days after the Notice is placed on the vehicle, the owner will be liable for an additional late fee and the Owner of the vehicle may be served with a summons to appear in court to answer to charges of violating this Ordinance;

(5) a statement that if the Owner or Operator wishes to challenge or contest, before a court, the charges of violating this Ordinance, he may do so; and 

(6) any other facts which the Chief of Police may determine necessary for a thorough understanding of the circumstances. 

(C) Authority and Procedures for Issuing Notices:

A. Officers shall have the authority to issue Notices to any vehicle parked contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance or to any Owner or Operator of any vehicle parked contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance.

B. Officers shall have the authority to issue Notices by using a pre-printed Notice form to be filled in manually by the Officer

(D) Payment of Improper Parking Charge:  The Operator or Owner of a vehicle receiving a Notice that the vehicle was observed by an Officer to be parked contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance shall submit full payment of the appropriate Improper Parking Charge within ten (10) days of the time the Notice was attached to the vehicle by placing the required sum of money in the envelope attached to the Notice and: (1) delivering the Notice envelope and payment to the Marlborough Town Clerk, or (2) mailing the Notice envelope and payment to the Marlborough Town Clerk at P.O. Box 487, Marlborough, NH 03455. The amount of the Improper Parking Charge shall be as listed on the Schedule of Fines, Appendix 

(E) Failure to Submit Timely Full Payment: The failure, neglect, or refusal of an Owner or Operator to submit full payment of an Improper Parking Charge within ten (10) days of the time the Notice was attached to the vehicle owned or operated by him shall be unlawful and constitute a violation of this Ordinance.

(F) Enforcement Procedures:

(1) Authority to Assess Late Penalty Fee: Upon receiving notice of a failure to submit timely payment, the Chief of Police shall send or cause to be sent a late notice(s) informing the Owner of the vehicle that Late Penalty Fees shall be assessed against him, unless the Owner has submitted a written request to the Keene District Court asking that a hearing be scheduled regarding the violation of this Ordinance. 

(2) Amount of Late Penalty Fee: The amount of the initial Late Penalty Fee for each violation shall be equal to the minimum amount of a fine for such violation, as listed in the schedule of fines. The amount of the Late Penalty Fee shall include the Improper Parking Charge that was initially assessed. Any additional notice(s) sent to the owner before a court summons has been issued, shall be assessed a $10.00 penalty for each violation listed on the notice.

(3) Issuance of Summons: If an Owner or Operator fails, neglects, or refuses to make full payment of the Improper Parking Charge within ten (10) days of the date of the late notice was sent, the Chief of Police, or an Officer, shall issue a summons to the Operator or Owner of the vehicle to appear in court to answer to the charges of violating this Ordinance.

(4) Schedule of Fines: Any person found by a court of law to be guilty of a violation of this Ordinance shall be required to pay an amount designated under this Schedule of Fines. (Appendix F)

(G) Removal of Vehicles: The Chief of Police or his designees may cause the removal and storage of a vehicle for the reasons specified in RSA 31:102 and 262:32 by using the procedures set forth in RSA 262:33 through 40-b.

(1) Imposition of Towing Charge: In the event that the Chief of Police or an Officer determines that it is necessary, for the reasons stated above, to cause the removal, towage and storage of a vehicle Parked contrary to this ordinance, the Owner shall be required to pay the Towing Charge.

(2) Notice of Towing Charge: Whenever a vehicle is towed and stored the Officer causing the vehicle to be towed and stored shall cause a Towing Notice to be sent via first class mail to the Owner within twenty four (24) hours of the time the vehicle was towed or removed. The Towing Notice shall include the following information:

(a) the state registration or license number of the vehicle;

(b) the location where the vehicle was parked;

(c) the date and approximate time that the Officer caused the vehicle to be removed or towed;

(d) a statement that if the Owner or Operator of the vehicle does not submit payment of a Towing Charge within 10 days from the date of the Notice, the Owner of the vehicle may be served with a summons to appear in court to answer to charges of violating this Ordinance;

(e) a statement that if the Owner or Operator wishes to challenge or contest the Towing Charge, the Owner may submit a written request for a hearing before the Chief of Police within seven (7) days of the issuance date of the Towing Notice. The written request shall be mailed or delivered to the Marlborough Police Station at PO Box 487, Marlborough, NH 03455;

(f) the issuance date of the Towing Notice;

(g) a brief statement of the reason for the removal or towage of the vehicle;

(h) the location of where the vehicle is being stored, and;

(i) any other facts which the Chief of Police may determine necessary for a thorough understanding of the circumstances.

(3) Amount of Towing Charge: The amount of the Towing Charge shall be that which is assessed by the towing company removing said vehicle.

(4) Payment of Towing Charge: The Operator or Owner of a vehicle receiving a Towing Notice shall submit full payment of the Towing Charge within ten (10) days of the date the Towing Notice was issued by payment directly to the towing company that towed the vehicle.

(5)  Failure to Submit Timely Full Payment of Towing Charge is a 

Violation: The failure, neglect, or refusal of an Owner or Operator to submit full payment of a Towing Charge within ten (10) days of the date the Notice was issued shall be unlawful and constitute a violation of this Ordinance.

(6) Administrative Hearings Contesting Towing Charges:

(a) Authority to Hold Hearing: The Chief of Police or his designee shall have the authority to hear complaints from Owners or Operators who have been assessed a Towing Charge. Within ten (b) days of the hearing the Chief of Police or his designee shall issue a decision, upholding, modifying or vacating the assessment of a Towing Charge. (RSA 262:33, III)

(c) Hearing Decision Standards: The assessment of a Towing Charge shall be vacated if the Owner or Operator demonstrates that sufficient grounds did not exist for the removal or towage of a vehicle based on the standards set forth under RSA 262:32 or RSA 31:102.

(d) Refund of Towing Charge: In the event that a decision is made to vacate the assessment of a Towing Charge, any sums paid by the Owner or Operator in satisfaction of the Towing Charge shall be refunded within ten (10) days of the decision.

SECTION VI – STOP/YIELD SIGNS

(A) In accordance with RSA 265:30 and RSA 265:31, standard stop signs or yield signs shall be erected, maintained and enforced at intersections upon ways set forth in Appendix B and Appendix D.  In addition, for the protection, safety and welfare of pedestrians, bicyclist and motorist, stop signs or yield signs shall be erected, maintained and enforced at certain driveway entrances to ways from public buildings and public areas.  All persons operating motor vehicles at the intersections listed in Appendix B and Appendix D to these Regulations shall comply with the provisions of the above laws.

SECTION VII – ONE WAY TRAFFIC/NO THRU TRUCK TRAFFIC CONTROLLED STREETS

(A) All streets listed in Appendix C-1 shall be restricted to one-way traffic as indicated. 

(B) All streets listed in Appendix C-2 shall be prohibited to thru heavy truck traffic as defined by NH RSA 259:41. Thru truck traffic shall mean trucks using the road for the purpose of transiting from one point to another as defined in Appendix C-2.  This shall not prohibit deliveries on said road by heavy trucks (e.g., propane, oil or product deliveries).

SECTION VIII - MISCELLANEOUS

(A) Severability: If any provision of this Ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstance is held to be invalid by a court of law, the invalidity shall not affect the other provisions or applications of this Ordinance that can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable.

SECTION IX - REVISION OF APPENDICES

(A) The Board of Selectmen may, after conducting a public hearing, by resolution, establish or modify parking fines, locations and designations listed in Appendix A, B, C, D, E and F of this ordinance. Revision to Appendix A, B, C, D, E and F adopted by the Board of Selectmen, shall be duly noted in pertinent areas of this ordinance, to accurately reflect approved changes. To the extent that the fines, locations and designations listed in the appendices differ from the main body of this ordinance, the appendices shall prevail.

EFFECTIVE DATE

Having held a public hearing, the Board of Selectmen voted to adopt this 

Ordinance on the 3rd day of May, 2004, which shall be the effective date hereof.

9.  Entire area in front of the Fire Station bay doors.

10. Stone Pond Road, south side from Kershaw Avenue easterly to the Dublin Town Line.

11. Stone Pond Road, north side from Kershaw Avenue to boat trailer parking.

12. Fitch Court, both sides beginning at the west end of the fence line of the ball field and ending at the east end of the fence line of the ball field, approximately 440 feet.
