MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


              JANUARY 4, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT: 

6:30PM – MPD – Chief Lyons – Chief Lyons provided the Board with his schedule for January.  Chief Lyons reviewed the accident on the Canada Street/Knowlton Street truck route this morning.  There was discussion regarding the situation and what might be done to make the route safer.   Chief Lyons reviewed the overtime and state police coverage over the holiday weekend.  Chief Lyons stated that the police department would be hosting the taser training and pepper spray training that is being held on January 15th.  Chief Lyons left at 7:30pm.

7:00PM – Attorney Dowd and Mr. Pfuntmer for Safety Environmental - Canada Street/Knowlton Street Truck Route Issue –Attorney Dowd was asked by Mr. Wolfe of Safety Environmental to address the issue of the Canada Street/Knowlton Street truck route issue.  He reported that there was a survey that was supposed to be completed and he asked if this was on going.  Chairman Paight explained that this is still in process.  There was discussion regarding a possible lawsuit with a private individual.  There was discussion regarding the designated truck route and the drivers who are afraid to travel this route.  Mr. Northcott explained that the Town is definitely concerned about the safety of this situation.  Mr. Northcott reassured Attorney Dowd that Mr. Goodrich would be working on this survey Tuesday morning.  Mr. Northcott also explained that the Town had met with the property owner previously and he does not want any issue with the Town regarding this.   The Board agreed, as suggested by Attorney Dowd, to 30-days to make the necessary adjustments.   Mr. Northcott again explained that the town is looking into other ways to mark the corner such as reflective stakes or fencing that would not damage the trucks if there was an issue.  Also in attendance were Mr. & Mrs. Fairfield and Mr. & Mrs. Soucia. Attorney Dowd and Mr. Pfuntmer left at left at 7:20pm.   Mrs. Soucia asked about any signs notifying “Children”.  It was stated that there are signs on both ends of Knowlton Street.  
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $20,600.87 and $40,049.08 and minutes of previous meeting and minutes of the public hearing as amended.     Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed an email with questions regarding the environmental study to be completed for the 128 Thatcher Hill property, which is the AT & T Cell Tower site.  Mrs. LaPlante will respond to this email.

The Board reviewed information from Mrs. Orkins regarding the arrangements that were made for P & C Hospitality.   A letter will be sent to the owner.  The Board further discussed this issue regarding the possibility for deeding.

The Board reviewed and approved a disabled veteran’s tax exemption.  

There was further discussion regarding the removal of the rocks at the Canada Street/Knowlton Street corner.  It was decided that a letter would be sent to the property owner requesting that the rocks be removed and also explain the liability factor.  Chairman Paight will draft the letter for the other board members.

The Board reviewed a letter from NHDOT regarding the bridge posting at Bridge #094/139 Old Roxbury Road over the Minnewawa Brook near the entrance to RTC.  Chairman Paight will visit the site and report back to the Board.  

The Board reviewed the draft agreement renewal for the Cheshire TV Agreement.  The Board had no immediate recommendations.  

Mrs. LaPlante reported that Route 12 Storage signs have been removed and only the permitted sign remains. Mr. Meyer asked if other businesses in town are receiving this same letter if they are in violation.  Mr. Northcott explained that we have been doing this as businesses are identified.  After discussion it was agreed to send a letter to Unbridled Chocolate as they are still in violation of more than one sign per business.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:05pm.
