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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING






    
January 5, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:35pm by Mr. Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, t and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:35PM – Chief Dodge – Chief Dodge reported that activity is up and down.  New schedule for coverage is working out very well.  Chief Dodge updated the Board on the status of the ’97 Cruiser.  They have been having trouble keeping a charge in the battery and the mechanic believes there maybe a short somewhere in the wiring.  Chief Dodge and the mechanic will be working on a temporary fix for this until the new cruiser is ordered and received.    Chief Dodge reported that the order for the new cruiser must be placed by February contingent upon approval of the budget at Town Meeting.  Chief Dodge will continue this process.

Chief Dodge informed the Board on the passing of past Chief Bashaw and that he will be attending the funeral service on behalf of the Town.  Chief Dodge left at 6:50pm.

Mrs. Paight arrived at 6:45pm.

6:50PM – Mr. Mark Polifrone and Mr. Richard Hill – Busing Issue – Mr. Polifrone and Mr. Hill came before the Board to discuss a busing problem on Stone Pond Road.  Laidlaw Transportation will no longer pick up the school children during the winter because of the road conditions.  The parents are required to transport the children to the corner of Stone Pond Road and Colonial Road.  

They had concern about the scheduling of the road maintenance and order of the road maintenance. They stated that in the past the highway department preceded the bus whereas the storms this year they have been coming up after the school bus.  The Board advised the parents that contact would be made with Mr. Patnode, Director of Public Works, to determine the routes used for plowing.  Mrs. Paight inquired as to the time that the bus normally arrived to pick-up this group.  Mr. Hill reported that it is around 7:00am.  Citizens left at 7:05pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mrs. Orkins as asked the Board of Selectmen about the possibility of increasing the dog license fees by $1.00 per RSA 466:39 (copy attached) to be as follows:  $7.50 for neutered or spayed animal; $10.00 for female or male animal; and Persons over 65 years of age may license one dog for $3.00.  After some discussion Mr. Robinson moved to increase the rates for dog license by $1.00, Mr. Northcott seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous.    Notice of this change will be posted and also included in the Town Report.

The Board of Selectmen reviewed the proposed Standard of Operation for water meter repair billing.  The Board suggested some changes to the wording and requested the Administrative Assistant to make these changes and bring the policy to the 1/12/04 meeting for vote.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:50pm.
