MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                JANUARY 5, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM – MPD – Chief Lyons – No real concerns.  Only concern is the Special Duty line item, line item is almost expended due to the ice storm.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact the auditor regarding the FEMA money coming back in and the way to offset it.  Mrs. Paight asked if the cost for special duty is covering all of expenses.  Mr. Northcott asked about the repair of the cruisers.  Chief Lyons reported that the Explorer is fixed and the Crown Vic has been scheduled for repairs.   

6:45PM – EMD – Mr. Cameron – Mr. Cameron came before the Board to review the out come of the ice storm.    He reviewed the activation plan levels.  We actually needed more people for the level of alert that we were at.  He suggested that the Board take the on-line ICS (Incident Command System).  Chairman Robinson suggested that the plan is actually designed for a large city, such as Keene, instead of a small town like Marlborough.  Mr. Cameron explained that we would have to update the EOP Plan and the Hazardous Mitigation Plan.  Mr. Cameron has applied for a grant to complete the update of the Hazardous Mitigation Plan.  Mr. Cameron has worked on updating the EOP himself.  Mr. Cameron is concerned regarding not having a true EOC (Emergency Operations Center) and the equipment to man that station.  The Board asked about the location of the fire station as the EOC.  Discussion was held regarding possible grants available for these projects.  The Board discussed the possible phone/fax options at the fire station for the EOC.  Several options were reviewed.  Mr. Cameron also discussed several other items that need to be completed in 2009 and 2010.    Mr. Northcott asked if it would be helpful for the Board to write a letter to all town residents regarding the issues of the ice storm and the possibility of them being able to assist in future emergencies, should they occur.  Mr. Cameron will be hosting a meeting on January 28th at 4:00pm at the fire station regarding establishing a Citizen’s Corp, with other area Emergency Management Directors.  Mr. Cameron left at 7:20pm.    

7:30PM – Mr. Wallace – Water Meter Installation Contract -  Chairman Robinson introduced Mr. Wallace to the Board.  Mr. Wallace has agreed to take over the job of water meter installation replacing Mr. Warme.  Mr. Wallace had gone around with Mr. Warme to review the status of the project.  Mr. Wallace left at 7:35pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott moved to accept the manifests in the amount of $807.39 and payroll manifest and the minutes.  Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed a building permit for a new home on Depot Street.  After reviewing the zoning ordinance it was determined that the application is in compliance and it was approved.  

Mrs. Paight thanked Chairman Robinson for installing the new programmable thermostat in the office.  

Mr. Northcott reviewed the wastewater flow analysis.  The Board agreed to have this completed in the spring.  Mr. Northcott will contact Mr. Rushbrook, Underwood Engineering to prepare the contract.  

Mr. Northcott reviewed the various options for warrant articles for the new wells.  These will be worked out the DRA for verification.  He will also review these options with Mr. Hitchcock.  He will also review information on Gates Road project.

Mrs. LaPlante reported that Intent to Excavate has not yet been received as of 12/31/2008 as directed by DRA. 

Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Robinson seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20pm.
