MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

January 8, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 63:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

6:30PM  - Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues.   Vote was unanimous.  

6:40PM – Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous. 

6:40PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder -  Discussion was held regarding the new regulations for Electronics Disposals.  Mr. Batchelder recommended that the Town use the Gaylord program versus the POD program.  Mr. Batchelder explained that there is a haulage cost of $150/trip plus .12/lb, with a minimum of 5 boxes per pickup.    There was discussion on the suggested pricing to dispose of these electronic items.  It was suggested that the fees be as follows:  $8.00/computer, TV’s; $2.00/keyboard, mouse, etc.  The Board agreed with this program and a suggested effective date of March 1st.   Mr. Batchelder will begin contacting vendor to obtain boxes and prepare the drop-off site.   Mr. Batchelder will prepare a handout for the public explaining this new procedure.    Mr. Batchelder left at 7:00PM.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $461,596.04 and  $98.05 and the minutes of the previous meeting as amended.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed a request from Mrs. Orkins, Town Clerk to carry-over 42 hours vacation time from 2006.  Mr. Northcott explained that she does not need to ask permission for this per RSA 41:45c.  

The Board reviewed a request from Mrs. Lyman requesting permission for her mother to place her 5th-wheel travel trailer on their property from April to October of 2007.  The Board agreed to this request and Mrs. LaPlante will send a letter.  The Board also asked Mrs. LaPlante to remind Mrs. Lyman that this request must be approved on an annual basis.

The Board discussed the Elderly Exemption amounts and recommended that an article be placed on the 2007 Warrant to amend the exemption amounts.  Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to amend the exemption amounts as follows:  65-74 years to $10,000; 75-79 years to $15,000 and 80+ to $25,000.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board continued to review the 2007 budget proposal.  It was suggested that we removed the $2,000 amount for tax anticipation notes, as this should be taken care of when a bond is secured.  There was also discussion about the property assessment capital reserve fund and the need to begin adding $15,000/year to this capital reserve to fund future property assessment which are now required every 5 years according to Dept. of Revenue Administration.    The Board will ask the Budget Advisory Committee to meet with them on Monday, January 22nd to work on the budget.

The Board reviewed the status of the regional prosecutor program.  The Board will continue to monitor this with Chief Lyons.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:00pm.
