MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

January 10, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:60pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.   

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode – Chairman Northcott asked Mr. Patnode how the search for the road grader was progressing.  Mr. Patnode will be checking into a couple of dealerships that were supposed to be receiving graders in.  He is also going to be checking to see if there is a leasing option available on used equipment.  Mr. Robinson suggests that maybe we could look into the option of leasing until Town meeting and then apply that to the purchase price.    Mr. Patnode reported that the snow has kept the department very busy over the last few days.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:45pm.

7:00PM – Mr. Krinsky, Ms. Taylor, Mr. Oberg – Mr. Krinsky invited Ms. Taylor and Mr. Oberg of the Monadnock Conservancy to join the meeting to discuss the issue of funding open space land acquisitions.  At 7:10pm the Board moved to the conference room to continue the meeting.  Arriving at 7:10pm was Mr. Springer and Mr. Iselin.  Mr. Oberg explained the purpose of the Monadnock Conservancy and how they help to manage land conservation.  Discussion was held regarding advantages and disadvantages of the Town owning conservation easements and land.  

Chairman Northcott explained that the first step to be taken is to determine if the Town has a policy of taking an active role in conserving open space land.

Chairman Northcott asked if there was some type of finance available to establish a bond that would not incur any expense to the Town until such time that the money is required to make a purchase.  Ms. Taylor explained that this is how the bonding is working for most towns now.  It is like a “home equity loan” where you only pay for what you have used.

Mr. Krinsky was asked if he was prepared to bring a petitioned warrant article to the Board.  Mr. Krinsky stated that is the Board supported the article than a petition is not required but he would work with Town Council on the warrant article.  After some discussion it was recommended that a petition article be prepared and presented to the Board by the February 1st deadline.

Several types of scenarios were reviewed to help better understand how this project was expected to work.  Visitors left at 8:30pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $769,726.88 for 2005. Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting was recessed at 9:10pm.
