MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


              JANUARY 11, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode –  Chairman Paight read an email from a citizen regarding snow removal at the end of the driveway at 3 Church Street in exchange for being able to pile snow on her vacant property on the corner of Main Street & Church Street.   Mr. Patnode did not recall any agreement.  Mr. Patnode said that Mr. Tarr plows that route.  Chairman Paight will clarify what the owner is requesting from the highway dept.  Chairman Paight also explained that Mr. Goodrich would be in later this evening to clarify trucking route on Canada Street/Knowlton Street.  The water main replacement on Terrace Street was reviewed.  This will be put into the water dept. budget.  Mr. Patnode provided an estimate for the man-hole work which will be approximate $15,000.  This will be included in the sewer budget proposal.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:45pm.

6:45PM – Mrs. Orkins – Review of Town Clerk/Tax Collector Budget Proposal –  Mrs. Orkins reviewed the schedule of banking.  The other item of discussion was the payroll increase request for town clerk/tax collector.  Chairman Paight reviewed the request from the Budget Advisory Committee to not have any pay increases.  There was discussion regarding how this should be addressed at the time of the public hearing.  She also explained that there will be a change in her health insurance.  There was discussion of various options for presentation. The Board will review this further. 

7:00PM –  Mr. Goodrich -  Canada Street/Knowlton Street Truck Route Issue – Mr. Goodrich provided a scaled drawing of the roadway for Knowlton Street and Canada Street.  He explained the layout.  He explained his findings to the Board.  He felt that he had found some pretty substantial physical evidence of the roadway.  Mr. Goodrich recommended that we survey around Whitcomb Road and Canada Street.  Chairman Paight will send Mr. Ryan an email to let him know that Mr. Goodrich will be down at the property working on a survey.  Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to authorize Mr. Goodrich to complete the survey work.  Vote was unanimous.  Mr. Goodrich left at 7:40pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $209,057.61; $25,474.36; $263.57 and minutes of previous meeting as amended.     Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the overtime pay for the library director for working on the computer system.  After some discussion it was determined that the overtime must be paid.  This will be corrected on the payroll for week ending 1/16/2010.  

The Board reviewed and Chairman Paight signed the agreement for the 2009 audit to be completed by Vachon & Clukay.  Mrs. LaPlante stated that the audit is scheduled for the week of February 22, 2010.  

The Board reviewed and signed the spring pick-up agreement with Cross Country Appraisal.  

Mr. Robinson reviewed the proposed ordinance changes which were completed at the Planning/Zoning Board meeting after the public hearing on January 6th.  

The Board reviewed the 2010 Budget Proposal.   Mrs. LaPlante will make the necessary adjustments and prepare a new sheet for the January 25th meeting.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45pm.
