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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING






    
January 12, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:35pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM – Mr. Patnode – MHD – The board review the snowplowing schedule with Mr. Patnode.  This was requested from Mr. Patnode due to a complaint that was filed at the 1/5/04 meeting by Mr. Polifrone and Mr. Hill of Stone Pond Road.  Mr. Patnode reported that on December 18th, the day in question the highway department was running one truck short due to mechanical problems and also they were dealing with major washout that had occurred with the rain that came before the snow.  The Board advised the Administrative Assistant to write a letter to the Marlborough School Board.

Mr. Patnode informed the Board that the steamer, which is used to thaw out the fire hydrants and culverts, needs to be replaced.  The Board discussed splitting the cost between the highway department and the water department.

Mr. Patnode left at 6:50pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the three proposals for the high-speed Internet access.  The expenses of the 3 options were reviewed.  The Board asked the administrative assistant to continue with in-office testing of the current system regarding multi-user access and report back.  If all current users can get on at the same time and also not be slowed down then we will probably continue with the Prexar service at this time.  

The Board reviewed the draft warrant articles.  Mr. Northcott will contact Attorney Mayer with some questions regarding the wording on the articles regarding the selling of town property and authorizing the Board to complete the capital improvement plan.  He will provide the reworded warrants for the 1/19/04 meeting.

The Board also reviewed the final budget proposal for any changes that may be needed.  

Mr. Robinson inquired about the status of the properties at 449 Main Street and 903 Jaffrey Road.  Mrs. Torelli reported to the Administrative Assistant that the septic system at 449 Main Street has been corrected but there is still the issue of the unsafe bridge, which is being handled by Fire Chief Manning.  She has not been able to access the property at 903 Jaffrey Road at this time.  She will continue to work on this issue.  Mr. Robinson asked what the town could do by legal action to make the landlord’s keep up their properties.  The Board will look into this issue further with legal counsel.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:30pm.
