MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                JANUARY 12, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Richard Patnode –     Mr. Patnode updated the Board on the staffing for the storm on Sunday due to Harry’s injury.  Mrs. Paight asked about the possibility of bringing in Matt to cover full time until Harry is back.  We also have to have a part-time back up for plowing.  Rick suggested that we probably would want to look at a full time replacement.  Chairman Robinson said that there were people who would be able to help if needed.   The Board will talk with Matt about what he is willing to do and then we will work on finding other part-time people.   Rick said that there is a water main break on Terrace Street and Sly will take care of contracting for that repair and the highway department will be available for trucking if needed.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:50pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott moved to accept the manifests in the amount of $21,881.79, $17,543.38 and payroll manifest and the minutes.  Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed the proposed warrant articles.  Sandra Rourke, from DRA, has reviewed these articles and wording has been approved. Discussion was held regarding how to proceed with explanation of the three articles being presented on the well development. 

Mr. Northcott brought the Board up to date on the status of 347 Main Street clean up.  Mrs. Torelli has filed the report with the court and provided a copy for the Board.  

Mr. Northcott suggested that an “Action Folder” be created for the Board to review weekly.  This will help to   keep on track with items that need to be addressed.  

Mr. Northcott contacted Mr. Roberts regarding suggestions for the removal of the t-joints in the sewer lines.  Mr. Roberts suggested that we contact Underwood regarding this.  Underwood was contacted to do the flow analysis in the spring.  They will contact us with pricing and schedule.  

Mr. Northcott also reported that Mr. Hitchcock is still looking into the pricing for the Gates Road project. 

The Board reviewed a letter from a concerned citizen regarding the property at 135 Main and the creation of an apartment in the attic.  The Board will send a letter to the property owner regarding this new attic apartment.  

Chairman Robinson stated that the Federated Church asked if there was any chance of reimbursement for the fuel and electricity used during the ice storm.  This will be reviewed at the FEMA meeting on Wednesday, January 14, 2009. 

Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Robinson seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:15pm.
