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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING






    
January 19, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:20 pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:25 PM – RTC, Mr. Batchelder – Mr. Batchelder reported that things have been very hectic over the past few weeks at the RTC.   The Board and the RTC need to get together and look at different options for additional storage.  Mr. Batchelder reported that they are still having difficulty getting Gaylord boxes.  Mr. Batchelder reported that the water meter training with the staff from City of Keene went very well.  They are making progress with the meter reading process.  Mr. Yardley from the City of Keene has invited Mr. Batchelder and Mr. Laurendeau to come to Keene the month before our next readings to ride along to review the process.  Mr. Batchelder left at 6:35pm.

6:40 PM – Mr. Ruehr & Ms. Brunjes came in to discuss the property on Maple Lane.  They had questions about the road frontage requirements and sub-division status.  Chairman Paight reported that a sub-division had not yet been applied for on the property.  Mr. Ruehr & Ms. Brunjes left at 6:50pm.

7:10 PM – Mr. Fletcher, Moderator:  Mr. Fletcher came before the Board to discuss the January 27th elections.  Policing issues were arranged with Chief Dodge.  Mr. Fletcher requested the presence of a least one selectman at the polling place throughout the entire day.  The Board members will make arrangements to cover this.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Robinson discussed a request from Monadnock Lions Club to place a small candy vending machine in the lobby of the town office. The proceeds from this would support the Lions Club and the owner of the vending machine would be responsible for maintaining the machine and accounting for the funds raised.  The Board agreed to place the machine in the lobby area.

The Board reviewed the status of the property located on Route 101, across from the State Highway Garage.  It was agreed to send a letter to Mr. Klotzbier to determine where he is with the State in getting an approved driveway permit so that he may receive his certificate of occupancy for the home located on that property.

The Board reviewed the wording of two proposed warrant articles, one to authorize selling of town owned property and one for authorization to form a committee to complete the Capital Improvement Plan on an annual basis.

The Board reviewed the three map bids that were received.  It was decided to table the final awarding of this project to the January 26, 2004 meeting.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:55pm.
