MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


              JANUARY 25, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – Mr. Krinsky – Mr. Krinsky provided the Board with a letter from The Quabbin-to-Cardgan Partnership awarding $20,800 grant to the Marlborough Open Space Committee to fund eligible transaction expenses on the Iorio Property project.  There was discussion regarding the need for a public hearing to accept these funds.  This will be determined upon finalization of the grant.  .  

6:35PM – Mr. Gavrin and Mrs. Shepardson – Energy Grant Information and Review:  Mr. Gavrin provided the Board with information for the grant application process and the amounts available.  Mrs. Shepardson explained that there are various areas that the town can apply for.  Mrs. Shepardson stated that they have combined the library and town office building into one grant proposal.  Mr. Northcott asked what the town’s portion is of these grant request should they be approved.  Mrs. Shepardson explained that there is no cost to the town.  The Town has to show that they have made an effort to conserve energy, such as the window blinds at the library, the insulation over the town clerk’s office.  There was also some discussion regarding the energy audit which was done for the library.  There will be a meeting with the library trustees and Mr. Marquette of SDES Group who completed the audit.  There was discussion regarding the replacement of the boilers at the library which would also be part of this grant.  Mr. Gavrin also reminded everyone that anything started through this grant must be completed by 2012.  Mr. Gavrin and Mrs. Shepardson left at 7:05pm.    

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $78.34; $7,371.90 and the minutes of the 1/14/2010 and 1/19/2010 Selectmen’s meetings.

The Board reviewed three building permits, an enclosed front porch at 3 Church Street, renovations to the Laundromat at 170 Main Street and cell tower on Thatcher Hill.  All permits were approved.  

Chairman Paight reviewed a supplemental intent to cut for the Harrison property located on Troy Road. 

The Board reviewed the draft warrant for the Annual Town Meeting.  There was discussion regarding the Solar Exemption warrant article which needs to be placed on the town warrant per DRA.  According the DRA records there is no record of this article being approved.  The Board also reviewed the budget worksheet for the public hearing, which is scheduled for Thursday, February 4th at 7pm in the Elementary School Gym.   

 Chairman Paight read a letter from a business regarding a sign ordinance violation.

Chairman Paight reviewed the issue of the 3 Church Street snow removal.  It was suggested that this be reviewed with Mr. Patnode to see what is the most effected use of time for him.

Chairman Paight reviewed the list of street lights which might be removed.  It was discussed that the intersections should remain lit.  It was suggested that we review this at the budget public hearing before setting up a public hearing for the purpose of removing the street lights.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20pm.
