MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING






    
January 26, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM – Mr. Lewis, HKS Realty and Mrs. Ball - Mr. Lewis and Mrs. Ball came before the Board of Selectmen with questions regarding sub-division for the Ball Property located at Maple Lane.  There is a question regarding road frontage and a shared driveway.  Mr. Robinson explained that they could go before the Zoning Board to request a variance to show a hardship due to the road frontage.  Mr. Lewis will make an appointment to speak with Mr. Heald, Chairman, Zoning Board to discuss this further.  Mr. Lewis and Mrs. Ball left at 6:45pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board discussed the developing of the Haz-Mit and EOP (Emergency Operations Plan), which is required by FEMA to be completed by November 2004.   The Board received information from Southwest Region Planning Commission on assistance both financially and with the technical development of these plans.  Mr. Davidian, Emergency Management Director was also present for this discussion.  Mr. Northcott will contact Tim Murphy at Southwest Region Planning Commission with questions from the Board.  The Board agreed to add $3000.00 to the proposed 2004 budget for the development of the Haz-Mit and EOP plans.  

The Board reviewed the 2004 Budget Proposals formats that will be used for the public hearing, scheduled for Tuesday, February 10th at 7:00pm.  The Administrative Assistant will continue to work on the format and present it at the next Board meeting.

The Board reviewed a request from the Welfare Administrator for the withdrawal of funds from the Hemenway Fund in the amount of $ 621.06, payable to Cheshire Oil Company for furnace repairs for an infirmed resident.  Mr. Robinson made a motion to make this withdrawal.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the application for a State Inspection Station for Black Lantern Auto Sales.  The Board had no objections.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:40pm.
