MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                JANUARY 26, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

7:30PM –  Mr. Heyman – Mr. Duverlie was introduced as the new Webmaster.  Mr. Heyman explained that he started the web site in 2002 and felt it was time to bring on someone new as his business is increasing and taking more time.  He will be reviewing the web site with Mr. Duverlie.  Mr. Duverlie works in the computer field full-time.  Mr. Northcott asked if he would have the time to do this work.  Mr. Brandwein will be designing a new header for the home page.   The Board extended its thanks to Mr. Heyman for the many years of service.  They left at 7:55pm.       
ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and manifests of $15,562.48 and $148.05.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a letter from the NH Dept. of Resource & Economic Development regarding the new Self-Inspection Form relative to the rail trail purchase.  This survey needs to be completed.  Mrs. LaPlante will print out the form and we will address it at the next meeting.  

The Board reviewed the letter from Camp Glenbrook requesting a total exemption of the property taxes due to their status as a charitable organization.  Camp Glenbrook currently qualifies for the standard $150,000 exemption for the dormitory, dining room and kitchen.  The RSAs were reviewed.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Ms. Clemente regarding this issue.  

The Board reviewed a letter from SWRPC relative to possible stimulus projects.  

The Board reviewed the Recreation Committee appointments.  The appointments recommended are Mr. Ferranti, Mr. Mitchell and Mr. Miner for three year terms and Mr. Bunce and Mr. Chamberlain for two year terms.  The Board will contact Mr. Ferranti to get recommendations for two other individuals to hold the one year terms.

Mr. Northcott will be meeting with Mr. Vernon and Mr. Hitchcock regarding the well status and cost estimates for the warrant articles.  Mr. Northcott reviewed the water and sewer capital reserve balances.  

The Board reviewed the warrant articles.  There were questions regarding the articles for the trees at the library.  Mrs. Paight asked about this being funded from the Library Trust Funds.  

The Board reviewed the status of the highway department personnel.   Discussion was held regarding the rate of pay for the temporary highway employees.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:10pm.
