MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

January 28, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant

APPOINTMENTS:

6:55PM – Mr. & Mrs. Kerman –  Mr. & Mrs. Kerman came before the Board to request a temporary certificate of occupancy for the home at 350 Try Road.  Their home was destroyed by fire and they have been living in a trailer.  They need to be able to move into the completed portion of the home and continue working on the remaining rooms.  Mr. Richardson, Electrical Inspector for the town has done a review of the work completed to date and there are no temporary hookups (no extension cords running to the home).  Mr. Woodward, Building Inspector has also reviewed the building.  Mr. Robinson explained that we must be certain that the home is safe and livable.  After further discussion the Board agreed to allow a conditional certificate of occupancy for 90 days with the following conditions:  they may only use the portion of the home that has “permanent, approved wiring”.  They cannot run extension cords for the purpose of using heaters, microwaves, toasters, etc.  An inspections will be scheduled for May 1,2008 to determine completion of home.  Mr. & Mrs. Kerman left at 7:05pm.

7:05PM – Mr. Grosner, Mt. Corporation - Mr. Grosner came before the Board to discuss the options of drilling a private well for the Mt. Corporation as a supplemental water source for use in production only.  This well would not be for use by the employees for drinking or food preparations.  Chairman Northcott explained that if the Mt. Corporation employs more than 25 employees there will need to be a lot of permitting required.  Chairman Northcott also reviewed the information received from NHDES regarding large systems.  Mr. Grosner provided preliminary information from Cushings & Sons.  They are estimating a 250-foot well, which is below the town aquifer.  The Mt. Corporation understands that they will still be metered for sewer usuage even on the new water source.  The Board requested that Mr. Grosner keep the town informed of their progress.  Mr. Grosner left at 7:20pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting, with corrections and the manifest in the amount of $2,338.79, $14,692.98 and $81,787.88.   Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed increasing the number of members of the Recreation Committee by 2 people.  This requires a warrant article for the Town Meeting.  Need to find the original warrant to determine the exact number of members on the committee.  

The Board reviewed the current elderly exemption income limits.   The Board recommended that a warrant article be written to increase the current single income limit from $16,750 to $20,000 and the married limit from $25,500 to $30,000.

The Board reviewed a letter from NH Public Works Standards & Training Council (NHPWSTC), which offers job related trainings services to those employed in the public works departments.  The fee to join is $50.00.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to join the NHPWSTC.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a request from Mrs. Parsells, Marlborough Elementary School, for an origination point connection for live programming through Time Warner.  This is part of the franchise agreement and the board will send a letter authorizing Time Warner to make this connection.

The Board reviewed a letter from NH Municipal Association regarding litigation against NH Retirement System against additional retirement cost being placed on the towns.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to table this for the next meeting so that they could get more information.

The Board will continue to review the building application process at the next meeting.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the information received from the City of Keene regarding companies who could help the town with the sewer infusion problem.  Mr. Rushbrook of Underwood Engineering will meet with the selectmen on Monday,  February 3rd.  

Chairman Northcott reviewed the status of Gates Road Bridge.  Mr. Hitchcock is working on the NHDES Wetlands Permitting.  Mr. Hitchock is also reviewing firms to assist him and the town with the permitting for well drilling.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the excavation issue at Scrap-It.  Mrs. Pinkham-Langer, NHDRA, Gravel Tax Appraiser, came in and reviewed the status of the excavation.  The Selectmen will be sending a letter to Scrap-It regarding possible ordinance violations and the need for a site-plan review.  

Mr. Warme reported that the water meter installations are going along well.  He asked about the possibility of rebuilding some of the old meters to have for spare.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Ti-Sales to get a quote for rebuilds.  

Mrs. Paight moved to adjourn at 8:35pm.  Seconded by Mr. Robinson.  Voted unanimous.
