MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


              FEBRUARY 1, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – Mr. Gavrin & Mrs. Shepardson – Energy Grant Information – Mr. Gavrin asked if the Board would consider doing the insulation of the town office basement which could be shown as the town’s part in improving the energy consumption in the town office.  Chairman Paight explained that there are not extra funds in the budget this year for that type of work.  Mr. Gavrin asked what is the $4000 in the general government maintenance budget for.  Mr. Robinson explained that this for routine repairs of the building such as roof leaks, plumbing repairs and other emergency building maintenance.  Chairman Paight asked Mrs. Shepardson what would be some of the most critical improvements on her list.  There was discussion that the insulation is still the best option for the money.  Mr. Robinson asked when this grant needs to be completed.  Mrs. Shepardson stated that the work must be completed by March 2012.  Chairman Paight suggested that the bulkhead door be a project that could be done with this year budget. This will be looked into further.  Mr. Gavrin and Mrs. Shepardson left at 7:00PM. 

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $34,831.31 and the minutes of the previous meeting as amended.

Chairman Paight reviewed the issue of the solar exemption which DRA does not show any record of this being adopted by the town.   She explained how the exemption should work.  Mr. Marazoff of Cross Country Appraisal explained that the intent is to depreciate the improvement and then after it is completely depreciated it is removed from the property appraisal and the exemption is deleted.  

Chairman Paight reviewed the sign issue with CFASI.  Trooper Hickox asked about the status of this issue prior to issuing the inspection station license.  The Board agreed that the state required signs are acceptable.  Mrs. LaPlante will prepare a letter for Trooper Hickox.

The Board reviewed the budget and the handout for the public hearing on Thursday, February 4th.  

Chairman Paight spoke with Mr. Goodrich regarding the Cumings boundary.  He is still working on this item.  

Mr. Robinson moved to authorize Mr. Northcott to sign Work Order #17from AECOM the amount of $8000. Chairman Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous. 

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:07pm.
