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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING






    
February 2, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM – MPD - Chief Dodge - Chief Dodge reported that the police department was inspected today by the State.  There is a problem with juvenile holding area. There were questions regarding site/sound separation.  There was some discussion regarding our long-term goals for the building.

Chief Dodge reported on the caseload at this time.  He also reported on a possible staff change and its effect on the 2004 budget proposal.  

Chief Dodge would like to have the Stone Pond Beach Ordinance regarding getting passes for residence to use the town beach.  It was suggested that we have passes at the Town Office and at the RTC.  He will also be looking at the Terrace Street parking issues.  Chief Dodge left at 6:55pm. 

6:55PM – Tim Murphy and Ed Goss, Southwest Region Planning Commission, and Mr. Davidian, Emergency Management Director - Mr. Murphy explained that Haz-Mit Planning is anticipating what might happen, mitigating it so it doesn’t happen or so that it doesn’t reoccur.  This program will help the town to prepare to the 50-year flood plan.  The development of the Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) is more detailed plan than the town’s current Emergency Management Plan.  The committee assigned to this task will be looking at both plans to enhance both.   The towns of Swanzey, Winchester and Hinsdale are currently participating in the development of the EOP with Southwest Region Planning Commission.

Mr. Northcott asked what would be done to help the town develop this Haz-Mit Plan.  Mr. Goss explained how the plan would be developed and how funding would be prioritized.  Mr. Murphy recommended that we start work as soon as possible on the EOP.  Mr. Murphy and Mr. Goss left at 7:25pm. 

7:25PM – Mrs. Tilton, Chairman, Library Trustees – Mrs. Tilton reported on the Library Roof Repair proposal.  Mr. Tilton explained that the snow belt on the Route 124 side need to be replaced as soon as possible and some slates need to be repaired.  The estimate received for this project was $5000.00.  Mrs. Tilton asked if this should be a warrant article or placed in the library budget.  Mr. Robinson suggested that we add it as a warrant article.  Mrs. Tilton left at 7:50pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the 2004 Budget Proposals formats that will be used for the public hearing, scheduled for Tuesday, February 10th at 7:00pm.  The Board also reviewed the final adjustments to the proposed budget and the Administrative Assistant will prepare documents for the public hearing.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50pm.
