MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


              FEBRUARY 8, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:25PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – MPD – Chief Lyons –  Chief Lyons briefly outlined the training that the department attended today for drug use recognition. Chairman Paight explained that she had requested that Chief Lyons come in to help clarify some of the questions that came up at the budget hearing on 2/4/2010.  He provided a break-out for the animal control budget.  He explained his request for an increase in the salary line in the animal control budget.  He explained that he added 40 hours to that line for Mrs. Wilber to attend a week long training at UNH.  He also explained that he added mileage reimbursement as well.  Chairman Paight asked about the amount of time and work that Mrs. Wilber had completed for 2009.  Chief Lyons provided a log sheet showing the calls that have been logged for 2009. Chairman Paight asked the other Board members what they think this position will be in the next few years.  Mr. Robinson explained that he doesn’t see that this is going to be part of the police department as a regular position.  Mr. Northcott asked if this should be a stipend position or a case by case position such as we do with the building, plumbing and electrical inspectors.  Chief Lyons made a suggestion that we continue to gather data over the next couple of years to see where changes can be made.  Chairman Paight asked how many times an officer goes out with the animal control officer.  Sargent LaMears reported that this is very rare that an officer accompanies her.  Usually if an officer has to go it is because of a rabid animal which would have to be disposed of and she cannot do this.  Chief Lyons left at 7:05pm.

7:05PM – Mr. Krinsky and Mr. Dugan – CDBG for Mountain Corp. -  Mr. Dugan explained the process of the Community Development Block Grant.  The grant would give the Mountain Corp. the opportunity to create approximately 25 new jobs in the town.  There is also matching funds from other lending institutes for this grant.  Mr. Dugan is asking if the Town will agree to a public hearing on the opportunity for this grant.  There is a grant administrator who is not part of the town who would take care of the grant application.  Mr. Northcott asked how the previous grant worked out.  Mr. Krinsky said that they did create the jobs and the long term loan is now being paid back.  Mr Dugan reported that The Mountain Corp. met its commitment.  Mr. Northcott verified that there is no liability to the town.  Mr. Dugan explained that this is true, there is no liability to the town.  There will be a public hearing scheduled for Monday, February 22, 2010 at 7pm in the Town Office Conference Room.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $217,102.75 and the minutes of the previous meeting as amended.

The Board revised the figures for the animal control officer budget.   Mrs. LaPlante will notify Chief Lyons of the changes.  

Mr. Robinson had to leave the meeting.   Chairman Paight  moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:08pm.
