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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:45PM - Citizen arrived to request permission from the Board to park the trailer portion of a moving van on the side of the road on School Street from Thursday afternoon through Tuesday morning.  Mrs. Paight looked at the site prior to the meeting and she spoke with Chief Dodge and it is not allowable because of fire safety and blooking of the sidewalk.  Mr. Robinson suggested that if she can keep the trailer with the sidewalk range while parking it in the driveway that this might be acceptable.  She agreed to this and also stated that she would be out by the end of the trailer during the times before and after school to assist with the patrolling of the children.  Mr. Robinson instructed the Administrative Assistant to contact Chief Dodge regarding this arrangement.  Citizen left at 7:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the proposed changes to Town Ordinances submitted by Mr. Kerber.  Mr. Northcott explained the Town Attorney’s advice on the dates of the hearings as potential liabilities.  The Board placed a phone call to Mr. Kerber at 7:10pm for further information regarding the postings of notices for the hearing and also the filing of a copy with the Town Clerk for resident’s to view prior to elections.   Mr. Kerber agreed to contact Town Council the next morning for clarification.  

The Board reviewed the procedure for the public hearing, which is to be held on Tuesday, February 10th at 7:00pm.

The Board reviewed the finding of the Police Department Inspection.  Further discussion will take place at a later date.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at
