MINUTES OF BUDGET PUBLIC HEARING

February 9, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 7:00pm by Chairman Robinson.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante and members of the public

Chairman Robinson explained the budget handout notes.  He began reviewing each line item and gave and explanation of all increases.  He reminded the public that if they had any questions during the review to please stand and be recognized by the Chairman.

Mr. David Durocher asked about the status of the joint police chief project with Dublin.  Chairman Robinson explained that they have decided at this time that the project was not financially feasible for the Town.  The Town of Marlborough would be paying higher cost and would not receive any increase in coverage.  

Chairman Robinson reviewed the proposed warrant articles and   He reviewed the warrant article for the replacement windows at the fire station.  He also reviewed the warrant article for the large dump truck for the highway department.  Upon completion of the explanation of the funding for the new truck, which is to have $36,950 transferred from the general fund balance, as a result of the closing of the Grader Replacement Capital Reserve and the balance being withdrawn from the Highway Department Heavy Equipment Capital Reserve Mr. Wayne Crowell asked about the balance being transferred to the general fund surplus account.  Mrs. LaPlante explained that there would be one more withdrawal of      $16, 875.00 for the purchase and installation of a wing for the new grader, which was purchased in 2005.

Mr. Dean Ferranti asked about continuing to work on the drainage problem at Stone Pond Beach.  Mr. Northcott reported that they had visited the site earlier today and Mr. Linders will be continuing to search for grant options.  Mr. Ferranti also recognized Mr. Richard Cumings for the excellent work that was completed at the beach this past summer.

With no further questions from the public Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 7:35pm.
