MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                FEBRUARY 9, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

ADMINISTRATIVE:
Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight moved to accept the manifest in the amount of $207.79; $117.61; $991.00 and $9,962.83 and minutes, as amended, of previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed the draft warrant and budget worksheet in preparation for the bond hearing and public hearing.  The outline of the meeting was reviewed so as to follow the proper procedure for the bonding.  The wording of all articles was reviewed.  Some minor revisions were recommended.  The public budget sheet was also reviewed and minor changes were also recommended.  Mr. Northcott also reported that Mr. Vernon would also be present to help with the explanation of the well issue.  

Mrs. Paight asked about the status of staff at the RTC.  Chairman Robinson reports that Mr. Batchelder does not feel they need anyone at the present time.

The Board reviewed a request from MCA for an article to the bulletin.  Mrs. Paight will prepare the draft for this article.

Chairman Robinson reviewed the House Bill changes that were recommended by NH Retirement System.  Also reviewed a letter from “Cool Monadnock” and “Energy Star” regarding energy workshops that are scheduled.    There was also a letter from Mr. Cameron, EMD requesting to update of the Hazardous Mitigation Committee.  

The Board reviewed a building permit application and also a request for a veteran’s exemption.

Mr. Northcott reviewed the contract received from Underwood Engineering in the amount of $21,000 for the initial stage of the sewer infiltration work.   The Board authorized Mr. Northcott to sign the contract on behalf of the Board.  Mr. Northcott will contact Mr. Mercier before making a final decision to see if there is any penalty should we find that the need is no longer there.  The Board will revisit this at the next meeting.  He will also ask about the t-joint removal and the lining of the sewer line at Fitch Court.

Mr. Northcott reviewed the Best Management Guides provided by Mr. Vernon and Mr. Hitchcock during the construction of the elementary school.    

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:10pm.
