MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 



FEBRUARY 14, 2011

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight, and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS

6:45PM – Mrs. McBride, Monadnock Conservancy – Mrs. McBride brought the Board up to date on the status of the surveying of the property for the conservation easement.  She also provided the Board with an updated signature page for the easement due to the time that has passed.   The Board signed the up-dated form.
7:00PM – PUBLIC HEARING – Traffic Ordinance Change – Bus Parking at Elementary School

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to recess the regular meeting and go into the public hearing.  Vote was unanimous. 

7:32PM – Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $12,020.77 and the minutes of the non-public session on 2/1 and regular meeting on 2/7.  Vote was unanimous.

Sgt. LaMears came in to speak with the Board about the hire date for the new candidate.  It was brought to the Board’s attention that the workweek begins on Sunday, March 20th so Board agreed to the change from March 21st to March 20th as the start date.  Sgt. LaMears reported that the background check is going well.   Mrs. Paight asked how the schedule was working.  Sgt. LaMears reported that it was working well.

Mr. Robinson had contacted the property manager for 10 Main Street.  He reported that this will be taken to the ZBA for a special exception.

Mrs. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the School Bus/Student Drop-off Ordinance.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mrs. Paight asked about the false alarm problems at the new school.  Mr. Duncan explained that some of the sensors have been changed which have helped to alleviate some of the problems.  Mr. Duncan will also be meeting with Chief Lyons.  Mrs. Paight also asked about the status of the pellet stove.  Mr. Duncan reported that they are still working on this issue.

Chairman Northcott discussed the well drilling bid process which was recommended by RDA.  Mr. Harries said that to contract for drilling of test wells you do not have to go for bids but it is the Board decisions to go for a bid.  The pros and cons were reviewed.    

Mrs. Paight moved to adjourn Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 7:40PM.
