MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 

                FEBRUARY 23, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM – Det. LaMears – Reminded the Board of the Annual Legislative Update for Tuesday evening regarding the county court move.  Chairman Robinson asked Mrs. LaPlante to call for reservations.

6:30PM – Ms. Clemente, DRA Review Exemption Request – Chairman Robinson reviewed the request received from Camp Glenbrook for an exemption for non-profit, charitable organization.  Ms. Clemente reviewed the exemption qualifications.  There was discussion regarding the organization and its mission statement.  Ms. Clemente suggested that the board use the 4 qualifying factors in considering the request.  Her recommendation is that the card be reviewed to be sure that all information is correct before the board writes a letter to the camp.  Ms. Clemente will follow-up with Mrs. LaPlante.  Ms. Clemente left at 7:00pm.      

7:00PM – Mr. Petry, US Census Recruiter for 2010 Census  –  Mr. Petry provided some background information on the census procedure.  He will be doing training for people to work on the census for 2010. There is a test that needs to be completed and then they are sent to Concord to make the selection.  He also reported that you can go on the census 2010 website to get sample information for the testing.   There will be testing until March 20th.  They are looking for local people to do the census in each town.    Mr. Petry left at 7:20pm.

7:30PM – Senator Molly Kelly - Senator Kelly asked about the structure of the selectmen’s regular meetings.  Mr. Northcott reviewed some of the “big problems” which the town is facing at this point.  He explained the status of the well issues.  Senator Kelly asked if the town was applying for the stimulus funds for water and sewer.  Mr. Northcott explained the Gates Road culvert issue also.  Mr. Northcott recommended that the red line bridges in the state be part of the stimulus package before the paving of Route 93.  Senator Kelly recommended that the board send her a letter directly regarding this issue.  Mr. Northcott will send a letter out on Tuesday.  Senator Kelly reviewed some budget items that the state is dealing with and also the status of the recession.  She also reviewed the status of the courts location.  There was discussion regarding the suspension of Room and Meals Tax distribution.  She explained that this is to be found in other sources, which would still help keep the revenue neutral. Mrs. Paight asked what the criteria will be for determining what stimulus funds will be allocated to what towns.  Senator Kelly explained that the project must be “shovel ready”.   Chairman Robinson also brought up the Senate Bill 99 regarding the registration of vehicles at the local dealers instead of the town clerks.  She recommended that the committee be notified of the towns feeling on this issue.  

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $6,232.30; $3,510.74; $150,000.00; $24,598.17 and minutes of previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to abate the taxes and penalties on the Marlborough School District for Map 12 Lot 055, Map 12 Lot 059 and Map 12 Lot 066 in the amount of  $1,120.13.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a letter from Attorney Serge regarding the Corbett hearing.

The Board reviewed two bids that were sent out by Underwood Engineers regarding the removal of the t-joints.   

Mrs. Paight asked if there are any other applications for water and sewer grants that need to be completed.  Mr. Northcott stated that everything is completed at the present time.   

Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Robinson seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50pm.
