MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

February 28, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.   

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM – Mr. Gavrin, Conservation Commission -  Mr. Gavrin came before the Board to provide an explanation to the wetlands mitigation for property located on Route 12 between Black Lantern Auto Sales and the old Pine Tree Recycling property which was received from DES.  Mr. Gavrin left at 6:40pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting, the amended non-public session minutes and the manifest for $17,940.92 and 1,695.53.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the deed prepared by Attorney Mayer to transfer the property located at 44 Mountain Drive, Lot 12 (Map 03, Lot 092-12) to Mr. Rene LaFleur, Mountain View Trailer Park.  Everything is in order and the administrative assistant will notify Mr. LaFleur.

The Board reviewed a request from Attorney Hanna to issue a “conditional approval” of a building permit application for property located on Laurel Street.  Mr. Robinson suggested that a conditional building application approval be given allowing the following:  one single-family home on one building lot meeting all zoning regulations.   Attorney Hanna will be contacted to provide the Board with information regarding estimated square footage, estimated cost and type of frame.  Upon receipt of this additional information a letter will be issued.

The Board reviewed a request from Mr. Page, a relative of Mr. Charles Porter, to recognize Mr. Porter for his service to the town.  Mr. Robinson brought the Board up to date on the things that Mr. Porter had done.  Mr. Porter did a lot for the school and Mr. Robinson felt that this would be a better place of recognition.  Mr. Robinson will contact Mr. Page regarding this information.

Chairman Northcott reviewed letters that were received from the City of Keene regarding notifying the City of Keene when a new commercial or industry comes into town or if there are changes in existing businesses with waste disposal.  This will be incorporated in the building permit process.

Chairman Northcott brought up a discussion held with Mr. Hal Woodward regarding the possibility of renting a grader and also could the current garage facility hold a new grader, as it should not be housed outside.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 7:53pm.
