MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


              MARCH 1, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30M – MPD – Chief Lyons -  Chief Lyons provided the Board with a copy of his schedule for the month of March.   He reviewed his meeting with the representatives of the Marlborough Hydro Dam regarding notification in the event of an emergency.  Some suggestions were made regarding shortening the notification time. These will be looked into further.  Chief Lyons reviewed the radio inventory paper work that was returned by the State of NH.   Chief Lyons followed up with the State regarding the required information.   Mr. Northcott asked if the fire department and Marl-Harris Ambulance radios should be a part of this survey or did they receive their own.  Chairman Paight called Chief Manning and he stated that he completed the survey earlier and he will get a copy for the town office.  Chairman Paight called Deputy Chief Hood for Marl-Harris Ambulance regarding the survey.  Deputy Hood will complete the survey and return it to the town office. Chief Lyons will be meeting with NHDOT, SWRPC and Dartmouth Hitchcock Medical Center to discuss the cross walks issues on Route 101. This meeting will be at the town office conference room on March 16th at 1:30pm.  He has invited the selectmen to join this meeting.  Chief Lyons asked about the status of the town office generator.  Chairman Paight said that the town owns the one at the school and it will be moved here when the new school opens.   Chief  Lyons left at 7:00PM.  

7:25PM  - Mr. Tousley – Emergency Management Director position:  Mr. Tousley has ordered the Ham Radio which is to be funded by a grant from C & S Groceries.  There was discussion regarding his ability to take over the EMD position.  He doesn’t feel that he has the time to devote to this position.  He is willing to help out when he can.  Mr. Robinson asked if the town had received the final documentation on the Hazardous Mitigation update.   Mrs. LaPlante will contact Ms. Hubbard regarding the status.  Mr. Tousley asked if he could test the radio at his home after shipping to be sure it is working properly.  The Board agreed.  Mr. Tousley also had questions regarding how the radio will be maintained and tested on a regular basis.  He asked if the Ham Operators group that was established as part of the “All Hazards Plan” could have access to  the radio for training and testing.  The Board felt that this was a good suggestion.  The Board recommended that he speak with Chief Manning regarding the security code for access to the building.  Mr. Tousley left at 7:45pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $11,416.52 and the minutes of the previous meeting as amended.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott moved to accept the minutes of the CDBG public hearing and Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  

Chairman Paight asked about setting the date for the public hearing regarding the removal of street lights.  

The public hearing will be on March 22, 2010 at 7:00PM.  

The Board reviewed the information received from Mr. Klotzbier regarding his building permit  for a single family home with an in-law apartment.  Mr. Klotzbier is withdrawing the in-law apartment request at this time.  The Board approved the application as a single family home, conditional of Mr. Klotzbier providing a site sketch. 

Chairman Paight reviewed a supplemental intent to cut for the Harrison property located on Troy Road.  This was approved by the selectmen.  

The Board reviewed the quote from Donovan Equipment Co. for the sander that Mr. Patnode requested to purchase.  The quote was for $4,995.00.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to approve the quote and authorized payment to be made from the Highway Dept. Capital Reserve fund.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the warrant articles and the budget sheets printed in the town report in preparation for the Annual Town Meeting on March 9th.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:15pm.
