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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM –  MHD – Mr. Patnode -  Mrs. Paight asked Mr. Patnode about the Heavy Equipment Capital Reserve article for the Town Meeting.  Mr. Patnode was comfortable with the amount being requested and indicated that he would be present at the Town Meeting to speak to the article if needed. 6:45PM – Mr. Fletcher, Town Moderator -   Mr. Fletcher discussed the procedure for the Town Meeting on Tuesday evening.  Motions and formats were discussed.  At this time the selectmen also discussed the work schedule for the day.  Mr. Fletcher left at 7:00pm.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Officer Simonds came before the Board to say  “good-bye” and “thank you” for the opportunity to serve the community.  Officer Simond’s last day with the Town of Marlborough is March 11, 2004.  The Board wished him well in his new endeavors.

Citizen came by to discuss back taxes and the current use procedure for the property.  The Board will get back to them with information.

The Board reviewed a request from a citizen regarding an easement into a piece of land lock property.  After some investigation it appears that there may already be an old road into this property.  The Board recommended that the citizen obtain a survey and deed research of the proposed property before proceeding further.
