MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


              MARCH 8, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

7:00PM – Mr. Fletcher, Moderator  -  Mr. Fletcher reviewed the various warrant articles for the Town Meeting.  There was also discussion regarding the various places for holding the State elections in the future.    Mr. Robinson suggested that we look into a new type of barrier for future elections.   Mr. Fletcher has information on the retractable barriers and he will get that to the selectmen.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $24,411.47; $200,000.95 and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed various residents that require letters for junk violations.  Mrs. LaPlante will prepare the letters.  

The Board reviewed a current use application for the trailer park lot which is undeveloped.  Chairman Paight questioned the acres out of current use.  The survey will be looked at to confirm those acres before signing the application.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to withdraw $77,549.00 from the Fire Dept. Capital Reserve fund for the purchase of SCBA units from Industrial Protection Services LLC.  Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed the information received from the Trustees of the Trust Funds for the Farnum Memorial Fund and Fire Dept. Trust fund to pay a portion of the final bond payment for the fire truck.  

The Board reviewed a request for abatement to the water/sewer billing for 13 Roxbury Road.  After receiving further information it was determined that the reading was estimated properly and the request was denied.

The Board reviewed and approved a building permit for a new barn/shed for storage at 101 Water Street.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20pm.
