MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

March 13, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm Chairman Robinson.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM  - MHD – Mr. Patnode – Mr. Patnode reported that the dirt roads have become an issue with the mud.   Several complaints have been taken care of as best as they can be for now.  Mr. Patnode reported that the voting booths were set up for town meeting.  Mrs. LaPlante gave Mr. Patnode a letter regarding some recall information on Ford F350.  He will check to see if this pertains to our truck.  Mr. Patnode reported that the grader is having the wing installed and should be back soon.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:40pm.

6:40PM – Mr. Fletcher, Town Moderator – Mr. Fletcher reviewed the procedure for town meeting with the selectmen.  Chairman Robinson asked if Mr. Krinsky could have a few minutes at the beginning of the meeting to give an update on the Open Space Committee.  Mr. Fletcher also confirmed the police coverage for the day.  Chief Lyons has prepared a schedule for the afternoon and evening.  Chairman Robinson also reviewed with Mr. Fletcher the need to amend Article 2 because of some expenses that occurred after the public hearing.  Mr. Fletcher left at 6:50pm.

7:10PM – Mr. Ethan Linders and Mr. Ernie Linders – Stone Pond Erosion Problems – Mr. Ethan Linders is looking to develop a plan for the erosion problems at Stone Pond so that the town can apply for grants to implement the plans.  There was also the question of who is responsible for the boat launch.  After some discussion if was recommended that we work to stop the source of the erosion problem and then focus on the boat launch.  It was suggested that the Dublin Selectmen be contacted as part of the issue begins in Dublin.  It was suggested that we look into the mitigation funds from the October, 2006 flood to see if any of this prevention would help with the erosion problem.  Ethan and Ernie Linders left at 7:45pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Chairman Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $9,108.58 and $464.00 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Yardley came before the selectmen to make a request to be placed on the bid list when the old grader is ready to be sold.

The Board reviewed a request from the Welfare Administrator to use funds from the Kimball Fund and/or the Hemenway Fund to assist a family with a chronically ill child with a wheelchair lift and ramp.  The Dept. of Health and Human Services has provided funding of $1000.00 toward the project.  After some discussion Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to provide $4,900 from the Hemenway fund and $3,000.00 from the Kimball fund for the completion of the project.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:35pm.
