MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

March 14,  2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.   

Mrs. Paight moved to appoint Mr. Robinson as Chairman for the upcoming year.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

At this time Mr. Robinson took over the running of the meeting.

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM – Sergeant Hood -   Sergeant Hood came before the Board with information regarding the Highway Safety Project Grant.  He explained that this year’s grant would be covering the Route 101 to Route 9 Corridor.  There will be alternating times for which the patrol will be taking place.  Mrs. Paight asked the amount of the grant.  Sergeant Hood stated that the application was for $2,250.00, which would be for approximately 60 hours @37.50/hour overtime wage.  The grant will run from 5/1/2005 through 8/31/2005.  We are required to form a Highway Safety Committee of a minimum of 3 members.  The Board has agreed to serve on the committee with Mrs. LaPlante and Sergeant Hood.  Sergeant Hood will provide the Board with a copy of the completed grant application.  Sergeant Hood left at 6:40pm.

6:40PM - Matt Suchodolski, Southwest Region Planning Commission– Mr. Suchodolski came before the Board to request an extension of the CDBG Grant for the Mountain Corporation.  They are requesting a one-year extension to meet the hiring requirements of the grant.  Letters were provided for signatures by the authorized grantee signor, which is Mr. Robinson.  Mr. Suchodolski left at 6:45pm.

6:45PM – Mr. Nason reference School Street Drainage -  Mr. Nason expressed concern regarding the School Street Drainage project not being done.  Mr. Robinson explained that we couldn’t complete the project that is needed until such time as the State Highway agrees to do the Route 101 Section.  We have submitted a request to the State twice and have been denied.  Mr. Nason explained that also the “T-Handle or cull-de-sac was not completed.  Mr. Nason indicated that his attorney and the Town’s attorney had spoke about this.  Mr. Northcott stated that we should look into this as a separate issue from the drainage.  The Board will arrange a meeting with Mr. Patnode and Mr. Hitchcock to review the situation.  Mr. Nason left at 7:05pm.

7:25PM – Mr. Gay & Mrs. Tobin – Mr. Gay & Mrs. Tobin came before the Board regarding an unfinished police matter.  Mr. Robinson stated that the Board would have to follow up with Chief Dodge for further details on this matter.   Mr. Gay and Mrs. Tobin left at 8:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for 125,537.57   Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Kerber, Chairman of the Planning Board, sent an email request for the Board of Selectmen to review the abutter’s mailing fee.  It is currently $3.00/abutter, which does not cover the cost of the mailing.  He is requesting that the Selectmen consider raising the fee to $4.00/abutter effective immediately.  Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to increase the abutter’s mailing fee to $4.00/abutter.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify Mr. Kerber and post the change in the necessary offices.

Mr. Northcott asked about the status of the sign permit for Mr. Washburn’s.  Mrs. LaPlante informed the Board that we had not yet received the permit back for the sign located on Forrest Drive.  The Board recommended that we send a second letter implementing a fine for the violation of the Town Sign Ordinance.

Mr. Northcott asked about the status of the Chaffee case.  We will be sending a letter requesting permission to go onto the property and do an inventory.

The Board reviewed a request from the Welfare Administrative to withdraw $500 from the Hemenway Fund and $300 from the Old Age Trust accounts to assist a town residence with medications and repair of home after a fire.  Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to authorize the withdrawal.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:24pm.
