MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


              MARCH 15, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

Mr. Robinson moved to nominate Mr. Northcott as Chairman for the ensuing year.  Mr. Northcott accepted the nomination.  Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM -  RTC – Mr. Batchelder –  Mr. Batchelder said that there is a hold on the PSNH transfer because of the weather.  Mr. Hickox will be doing the wiring and Mr. Robinson reminded that we need to have Mr. Richardson do an inspection.  Mr. Batchelder stated that he is going to renew his license.  He is working on training someone to become manager when the time comes.  He has some projects that he would like to consider - the clothing shed for donations and building a place for the brush pile.  Everything is going well at the RTC.   Prices on some recyclables are increasing at the present time.  Mr. Batchelder left at 6:45pm.

7:10PM -   Citizen to review status of back taxes.  Chairman Northcott reviewed the tax printout from tax collector regarding the status of the back taxes.  Citizen reviewed plans that they are working on to establish an escrow account.  Mr. Robinson asked when he would know about this plan.  Citizen reported that it would be by the end of next month.  Chairman Northcott suggested that we continue with the $200 per month payment plan until the plan is confirmed.  Citizen will be back in on April 26th for a review.  Citizen left at 7:20pm.

7:15PM – Mr. Braden, Waldorf School – Regarding withdrawal of Current Use Application -  Mr. Braden reviewed the process which the school has taken to minimize some of their expenses.  The school is concerned that if they sell the property the current use lien will have a negative effect.  Mr. Braden also explained that they will be re-applying for an exemption status.  After discussion the property remains in current use.       

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $173,550.31 and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the information received from the Planning Board Chairman and Attorney Serge regarding the timber cut ordinance for over 100 board feet.  There was discussion about the state regulations.  

Mrs. Paight asked about the enforcement of the ordinance.  Mr. Robinson reviewed the Site Plan Regulations pertaining to timber cutting.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the Engineering Contract from Rob Hitchcock of SVE for the new well.  Vote was unanimous.   Chairman Northcott updated the Board on the status of the USRDA application process.

The Board reviewed the letter received from Mr. Pardus regarding the removal of the solar exemption from his property.  The Board reviewed the RSA’s regarding solar exemption and after some discussion it was determined to contact legal counsel for clarification.  

The Board reviewed the contract from Ms. Hubbard to up-dating of the EOP (Emergency Operations Plan) which we received a grant for this obligation.  The Board agreed to sign the contract for Ms. Hubbard.  Chairman Northcott suggested that we run another advertisement for an emergency management director before we pick a committee to work on the EOP up-date.

The Board reviewed the letter from Cheshire County regarding the Legislative Update meeting on March 29th at City Council Chambers in Keene.  The Board will not be meeting for the regular meeting that evening.  Mrs. LaPlante will post a notice of closing.


The Board reviewed the public hearing for the Monday, March 22nd at 7pm for the street light removal.  

Mrs. Paight reminded the other Board members about the meeting with MPD, DHMC and NHDOT regarding crosswalks in down town area, which is at 1:30pm on Tuesday.   

Mrs. Paight reviewed a list of projects which the Board will pursue for 2010.  

Chairman Northcott will address Mrs. Orkins request to get committees to submit minutes of any meetings.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45pm.
