MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

March 17, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:35PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectman Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant

APPOINTMENTS:

6:35PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder –  Mr. Batchelder reported that it will cost $1500 to get the truck inspected.  This quote was received from Frazier’s Garage.  Various options were discussed.  We will look into them further before making a final decision.  Mrs. Paight asked about the status of moving the electrical box and the boxcar disposal.  Mr. Batchelder reported that we are still waiting on PSNH.  Mr. Batchelder left at 6:50pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to accept the manifests in the amount of  $17,990.11 and $110,000.00 and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed building permits, veteran’s exemption and elderly exemption requests.  

7:05PM  - Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues per RSA 91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.  

7:25PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.
Board reviewed a quote from Layne Christensen to purchase a new pump for the well in the amount of $2,965.00. This would be a spare pump at the present time.  The current spare has been installed and the old pump has been rebuilt twice and Mr. Patnode feels that it would not be efficient to repair a third time.  Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to authorize the purchase of this pump through the water department maintenance budget.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the revised FLMA policy, which was received from Attorney Serge.  After discussion it was agreed to incorporate this change into the current employee handbook.  

The Board reviewed the trust fund allocations received from the Trustees of the Trust Funds.  

The Board reviewed the Road Bond prepared by Attorney Serge.  This bond is for the purpose of allowing vehicle use on posted roads during spring.  The company will provide a security or surety bond to repair any damages.  D. Whitcomb Paving & Excavation will be posting such bond for Ryan Road while completing work on the Mountain View Trailer Park extension. 

Discussion was held regarding the water and sewer pipes to the trailer park.  Chairman Northcott will contact Attorney Serge for further clarifications.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to appointment Mr. Robinson as Chairman for the ensuing year.  Vote was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45pm.
