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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN MEETING

                MARCH 22, 2010

Call to order at 3:40pm  

3:40PM – MPD – Chief Lyons - Chairman Northcott asked Chief Lyons about the internship program.  Chief Lyons explained that this is a Franklin Pierce student who is riding along with Officer Berry.  Chairman Northcott asked why weren’t the selectmen were notified.  Chief Lyons said that spoke with Mrs. LaPlante about the liability issue and assumed she would inform the Baord.  He realized that it is not her responsibility to tell the Board.   Mrs. Paight asked about the waiver.  Chief Lyons explained that LGC attorney felt that he is going beyond what needs to be done to cover the student and the town.
