MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

March 27, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm Chairman Robinson.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to appoint Mrs. Paight as Chairman for 2006.  Vote was unanimous.  The meeting was turned over to Mrs. Paight.

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM  - Citizen to discuss back taxes -  Citizen arrived to review the status of her back taxes with the Board of Selectmen.  She reported that the 2003 taxes had been paid off and that she was working to continue paying off the balance due.  Citizen left at 6:40pm.

7:00PM – Public Hearing to authorize the Selectmen to carry over funds received from the FEMA Flood Grant into 2006 to be used for mitigation of various areas which were involved in the flood damages of October 2005.

7:15 – Mr. Kerber and Mr. Durocher arrived to discuss issues regarding the proposed new school and the town water supply on Fitch Court.  Mr. Kerber reported that he had contact Richard Skarinka at DES regarding the wellhead protection area and the effect the new roadway for the school would have on this well.  Mr. Kerber provided a handout of information to Selectmen.  Many issues were discussed regarding the water safety.  The Board agreed to contact Mr. Skarinka regarding this issue.  Mr. Durocher stated that the Board has “a fiduciary” responsibility concerning the well and he “wants it on the public record” that the Board is aware of the potential exposure of the well to contamination in the event the well is someday not usable.    Mr. Kerber and Mr. Durocher left at 7:35pm.

7:30PM – Mrs. Torelli, Health Officer - Mrs. Torelli came before the Board to review an issue at 174 Jaffrey Road with trash being accumulated around the house and shed.  There were also concerns regarding the condition of the interior of the home.  Mrs. Torelli has contacted her supervisor at the State Dept. of Health regarding what the town can do, as the home is owner occupied and not a rental property.  Pictures were presented showing the amount of trash accumulated.  After some discussion Mr. Robinson asked if the property owner would allow us to place a dumpster on the property for a period of time so that the area could be cleaned up and then make necessary arrangements for the property owner to be able to get his trash to the recycling center on a regular basis.  Mrs. Torelli verified that this would be allowed.  The Board will work on getting a dumpster and will notify Mrs. Torelli when it is ready to be delivered.  Mrs. Torelli left at 8:10pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Chairman Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $5,639.45 and $300.00 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed a request from Mr. Kerber, Planning Board Chairman, to increase the abutter’s fee from $4.00/abutter to $5.00/abutter.  This increase will cover the increase in postal rates, which became effective in January 2006.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott second to approve the increase.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed a letter from Mr. Spafford requesting an extension to his building permit due to delays in selling of his other home and also problems with the deeding work on the new property.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to extend the building permit to July 1, 2006 with the condition that construction must started or they will have to obtain a new permit.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will send a letter to Mr. Spafford.

The Board reviewed the corrected resolution to impeach President George Bush, which was provided by Mr. Mitchell.  Mr. Mitchell discovered that there was an error in the president’s middle initial in the resolution, which was presented at town meeting on March 14, 2006.  The Board agreed that the resolution must be sent to Representative Charles Bass as it was voted on at the meeting on March 14, 2006.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify Mr. Mitchell regarding this decision.

Mr. Robinson inquired as to the status of the junk car removal at 59 Main Street.  Mrs. LaPlante stated that the 30 day time period would not expire until Sunday, April 2nd.  We will look into this further at the April 3, 2006 meeting.

Mr. Robinson reminded the other board members of the NH DOT transportation information meeting at the Keene Library on Wednesday evening, March 29th at 7PM.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45pm.
