MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

March 28,  2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Robinson.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.   

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM – Citizen cancelled due to illness -   
6:45PM -  Mr. Gary Vago, ALL MEDIA,   Mr. Vago presented the Board with a proposal for the phone systems in the town.  The current Centrex will be expiring in November 2005 and the Board has begun the process of searching for an updated contract.   Mr. Vago’s proposal could provide the town with an approximate savings of $4,955 per year on its local, long distance and Internet service.  This contract would be a month-to-month contract instead of the long-term contract that we were currently in.  

Chairman Robinson indicated that this was the first proposal that we had received and that we would be reviewing others over the next 30 days.  Mr. Vago left at 8:15pm.

 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $11,962.68 and $35.00.   Vote was unanimous.  

The Board discussed the boundary line adjustment status with the Avilite property.  Mrs. LaPlante will submit an application to the Planning Board for the May meeting so that we may complete the process.  We have received the maps from Mr. Goodrich.

The Board reviewed a letter from Mrs. Woodward regarding the water run off on Old Chesham Road, which runs into her garage causing an icing problem.  Mr. Patnode has been notified and he will visit the property along with the Board to determine what can be done.

The Board reviewed a request from the City of Keene to appoint 2 members to the Wastewater Treatment Plant Advisory Committee.  Chairman Robinson volunteered to serve on this committee.  He suggested that we place a notice on the website requesting a volunteer to serve also.  

Chairman Robinson recommended that we move the review of abatements to the April 4th meeting due to the lateness of the evening.

Mrs. Paight asked about the status of a complaint that was received regarding property located on School Street.  Chairman Robinson will be viewing this property later this week and will report back to the Board at its next meeting.

Mr. Northcott brought the Board up to date on the recommendations from the town attorney regarding the Balla case.  

Chairman Robinson stated we need to put together a committee to begin developing criteria for the land conservation project that was approved at town meeting.  The deadline for establishing the committee has been set for April 30th.   The recommended number of members would be five.   The Board recommended that Mike Krinsky be a member.  We will be sending letters to Mr. Waibel and Mr. Durocher to see if they would be interested in serving on this committee.   

Chairman Robinson read a letter from the Secretary of States Office regarding property located on Route 101, owned by Mr. Klotzbier.  This will be filed for future reference.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:40pm.
