MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

March 31, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Northcott and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – Citizen to discuss taxes -  Citizen came in to discuss a payment option for back taxes owed.  The Board reviewed a payment plan and a letter will be sent to confirm these arrangements.

7:00PM – Citizen to discuss taxes – Citizen came in to discuss back taxes.   The Board discussed the status and agreed to revisit this item on May 1st.  

7:256PM – Mr. Trendall , AG Edwards Representative – Mr. Trendall came before the Board to discuss the new benefit program available to municipalities.  This is a 529E, which is a college fund program for employees.  Benefit does not cost the town anything.  This benefit is for all employees (part-time or full time).  This will not be offered to the employees unless the town authorizes this benefit.  The Board will review this information further.  Mr. Trendall left at 8:00pm.

8:00PM – Mr. Kerber – The Board reviewed the conditions of the Mountain View Trailer Park additions with Mr. Kerber.  Discussion was held regarding who would do the inspections to assure that all conditions have been met prior to issuing of any building permits.  Mr. Kerber left at 8:20pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to accept the manifests in the amount of  $10,760.61 and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed the “Appearance Notice” which was received on the Corbett case.

The Board reviewed the Order received from the Board of Tax and Land Appeal regarding the Karvosky property.  Cross Country Appraisals will send us a letter requesting authorization from the Selectmen to act on their behalf.

Chairman Robinson reported that the thank you letter for the bike donation would be completed this week.

There was discussion regarding the road signs regarding the load limits need to have the RSA and ton limit printed on them.  We will check with Mr. Patnode on this issue.  It was also recommended that Mr. Patnode let the selectmen’s office know whom he has given permission to travel on those posted roads.

Further discussion was held regarding the 529E funds discussed earlier this evening.  It was agreed that it needs to be made clear that the town is not endorsing or contributing to this benefit.

The Board reviewed the draft letter for the RFP for the septic infusion issue.  This is the next step in the process recommended by NHDES.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:25pm..
