MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

April 3, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:25pm Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM  - Mrs. Orkins  -  Mrs. Orkins came before the Board to discuss the location of the polls for the September and November elections.  The previous elections were held at the Community House and that seemed to work well for everyone.  The polls would be open from 8:00am to 7:00pm and would require crossing guard coverage for that time period.  Chief Lyons will work on the schedule for this coverage.  The Board agreed to have the elections at the Community House again this year.  Mr. Robinson will take care of reserving the community House.  Mrs. Orkins left at 6:35pm.

6:35PM – Chief Manning – Mr. Manning came before the Board to address the issue of the vandalism at the Fire Station.  A written complaint was filed with the Board regarding the letters on the portable sign being rearranged in inappropriate wording.  It was also noted that there has been trash left around the station and parking lot.  The kids who are skateboarding in the parking lot are leaving pallets and other ramp materials all over and this is causing a hazard in the parking lot.  Chief Manning reported that there have been incidents where the side doors are unlocked and also with kids being in the station without supervision.  Chief Manning stated that he has addressed this issue and will also remind all fire department members at their monthly meeting that this is not acceptable.  It was suggested that signs be put placed in the parking lot prohibiting skateboarding.  Chief Lyons asked for the opportunity to do some more patrolling of the parking lot and making contact with the parents of the children who are causing a problem prior to putting up the signs.  The Board and Chief Manning agreed to this procedure.  Chief Lyons will report back on the progress at his next meeting with the Board.  Chief Manning left at 6:47pm.

6:48PM – Chief Lyons – Chief Lyons reported that things have been very busy over the past couple of weeks.  

6:50PM  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues.   Vote was unanimous.

7:10PM – Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Robinson seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Chief Lyons will be going to Sutton with the chiefs from Dublin and Alstead to view the SOP’s that Sutton has developed.  These are considered model SOP’s for departments our size.  He will be working with Dublin and Alstead to create SOP’s for the department.  Chief Lyons is also looking into getting some accreditations for the Marlborough Police Dept. as this will help to reduce insurance liabilities.  Chief Lyons also is looking into upgrading the current base radio to a digital radio which will be needed when Cheshire County Sheriff Dispatch goes digital.   We are one of the towns that are holding up the conversions process for County.  The cost of this upgrade is approximately $4,200.00.  Chief Lyons is looking into grant opportunities through Homeland Security.  Discussion was had regarding the cruiser replacement scheduled for 2007.  The officers and some citizens have expressed a concern for the need to have a 4-wheel drive vehicle in the fleet.  There was also discussion of the possibility of three units in the fleet for the future.  Mr. Northcott asked Chief Lyons if he would work up a proposed replacement schedule if there were three units.    Chief Lyons asked about the pistol permit money that is received by the police department and where does it go.  RSA 159:6 indicate that the fee for licenses shall be for the use of the law enforcement department of the town granting said licenses.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mr. Clukay, auditor for the town, to see what the possibilities are of setting up a revolving fund for this purpose.  Chief Lyons and the other officers are working on visiting business owners in town and getting up to date information on who there contacts are in case of a break-in, fire, or other emergency.  They are also working on a back-up program for the computers in the police department.  Chief Lyons left at 7:55PM.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Chairman Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $18,898.23, $60.00, $9,841.45 and $66,908.54 and the minutes of the previous meeting as amended.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed a request from D.H. Hardwick for an extension on their Intent to Cut for Map 7 Lot 33.  The Board agreed to grant the extension and Mrs. LaPlante will notify D.H. Hardwick and the Dept. of Revenue Administration.

The Board reviewed the status of the junk removal at 59 Main Street.  As of this date they have not made contact with the Selectmen nor have they complied with the written request to remove the items that are in violation of the Zoning Ordinance.  Chairman Paight asked Mrs. LaPlante to forward this information to town councel for further action.

Mr. Northcott reviewed a letter from NH DOT requesting a representative from the town to serve on the Stakeholder Committee for the Dublin CSS (Context Sensitive Solutions) Pilot project.  Context Sensitive Solutions is defined as “a collaborative interdisciplinary approach that involves all stakeholders to develop a transportation facility that fits its physical setting and preserves scenic, aesthetic, historic and environmental resources, while maintaining safety and mobility.    Due to a scheduling conflict no one was able to attend this meeting.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify Mr. Maddali of NHDOT of this conflict and also let him know that we would be interested in future meetings.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:00pm.
