MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

April 4, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Robinson.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.   

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM – Citizen cancelled due to illness -   
6:30PM -  MPD, Chief Dodge,   Chief Dodge brought the Board up-to-date on the activity level of the department.  He suggested that he may have to write to State of NHDOT regarding the passing lane on the “S” curve near the state barn on Route 101.  There have been an excessive number of accidents there during the winter months.  The Highway Safety grant, which Sergeant Hood discussed with the Board, is well under way.  They are pushing the Route 101 corridor patrol.  The towns involved in the grant are coming up with dates that they all will be out on patrol.  Chief Dodge discussed the forensic and crime scene training that he attended last week.  Chairman Robinson discussed the issue that Mrs. Tobin brought before the Board on March 14th.  Chairman Robinson asked for the cost involved and whether or not this is reliable evidence.  Chief Dodge explained that this is very indecisive evidence.  The cost would be approximately $2000 to process and then $400/hour while in court.  Chief Dodge stated that he had originally sent sample to our state lab.  Chief Dodge will gather more information and give it to the Board for follow-up.  Chief Dodge left at 7:00pm.

7:00PM – Citizen to discuss back tax issue:  Citizen arrived to discuss back tax issue with the Board.  Citizen explained the situation and requested some assistance.  The Board reviewed the situation.  Citizen left at 7:20pm.

 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $19,118.28.   Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the abatements that have been received.  They have asked that they be forwarded to Jeff Earles, Cross Country Appraisals for further reviewed and recommendations.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact him.

Reviewed the request from Mr. Wheeler regarding the purchasing of a cemetery plot in Marlborough.

Reviewed the technical notice regarding the “Current Use Rates for 2005”.  The Board decided to table this at the present time.

The Board reviewed a written request from citizen for an extension for back taxes.  

The Board reviewed a draft letter that will be sent to the residents on Frost Hill Road.  This letter is to inform them of the “scenic road” status of Frost Hill Road.  Enclosed with the letter will be a copy of the RSA 231:158 Effect of Designation as Scenic Roads.

Chairman Robinson asked about the status of the Chaffee case.  The town attorney has recommended that the town send a letter requesting permission to go on to the property to take a physical inventory of the items and see if there are any items that are in violation of the previous court order.    Now that the snow has gone that letter will be prepared.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:55pm.
