MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       APRIL 5, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM -  MPD – Chief Lyons – Chief Lyons provided the Board with his schedule for the month of April.  He reported that he attended the police orientation day at the new jail site today.  He reported that he would be able to use the meeting room there for trainings and meetings. There will be other opportunities for the town police to utilize other parts of the jail facilities also.   Chief Lyons reported that the town is at an all time high for arrests.  Chief Lyons reported that Mr. Patnode has found brush illegally dumped on the back roads.  Chief Lyons brought the Selectmen to the Police Station to see the new counter that was donated by a business in Marlborough.  He asked if there were funds in the building maintenance account to help with the electrical lines.  Chairman Northcott asked Mrs. LaPlante to contact an electrician to look at this wiring.  Chief Lyons reported that the new line of cruiser is out and it is the Ford Taurus.  Chief Lyons left at 7:00pm.  

7:00PM – MFD Chief Manning & Fire Ward Mr. Laffond and Deputy Chief Thomas – 

7:00pm  - Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues per RSA 91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.  

7:35PM – Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $224,145.32, $77.33, $21,199.48 and the minutes of the previous meeting as amended and the public hearing minutes.   Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the request from Camp Glen Brook for a charitable tax exemption.  After reviewing the request Mr. Robinson moved to deny the request for a tax exemption for a charitable organization. Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  

Chairman Northcott reviewed a request from Mr. Pokines to operate his ice cream truck in Marlborough.  He has included a list of references and a letter outlining the procedure used for stops along his routes.  He would not stop on Main Street or on a Route 124 due to heavy traffic.  The Board agreed to this request.  Mrs. LaPlante will send a letter approving this operation.

Chairman Northcott reviewed a letter received from a citizen regarding the use of land adjacent to them for a logging business, which has not been approved by the planning board.  It was determined that this property is in the R-4 Zone.  Mr. Robinson confirmed that this has not come before the planning board.  Mr. Robinson explained that since this has not been used as a logging yard for the past 2 years, a site plan review is necessary.   He also stated that a business couldn’t utilize a “grandfather” clause in a situation like this.  Chairman Northcott will contact Attorney Serge for wording on a letter.

The Board reviewed information received from area towns regarding building permit fees.  It was decided that the Board would look into our fees and work on these later.

Mrs. Paight moved to expend $3000 from the Hemenway Fund to assist a resident.  Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the request from Mr. Johnson, Vice-Chairman of the Zoning Board regarding t he situation of the pigs on Canada Street.   There was discussion regarding the possible revocation of the permit due to the previous odor complaints.  Chairman Northcott will send a note to Mr. Johnson regarding this issue.

Mrs. Paight reviewed some calls that she received from people regarding the street light removal project.  Some email comments were also reviewed.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:35pm.
