MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

April 10, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM  - MHD – Mr. Patnode  -  Mr. Patnode reported that the bids are out for the new dump truck.  He also reported that the mud signs have been posted.  Mr. Patnode and Mrs. LaPlante have been working on the educational mailing for the water department regarding the safe drinking water procedures.  They have received a waiver from DES to extend the deadline for the mailing until June 30th and they can incorporate this mailing with the annual CCR report.  Chairman Paight reported that she has spoken with Mr. Skarinka from DES regarding the proposed school location and the town’s main water source.  After Mr. Skarinka has reviewed the plans he will schedule a visit with Mr. Patnode and the Board regarding these issues.  Mr. Northcott asked Mr. Patnode about the status of the new meter which needs to be installed on the main well.  Mr. Patnode is contacting the company who does our well cleaning as there are also some issue with other piping which will require confined space access.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:45pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Chairman Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $18,035.93 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed a letter from Ms. McCutcheon regarding the debris left on her property at the corner of Church Street after the water main break was repaired during the winter.   Mr. Patnode took copies of the pictures and will take care of the clean up.  

The Board reviewed the part-time office assistant opening.  Mrs. LaPlante will post the opening in the Keene Sentinel, on the town web site and on the post office bulletin board.  Discussion was held regarding the hours and days that need to be covered and also the job description.

Mr. Robinson asked about the status of the Kilpatrick zoning violation process.  Mrs. LaPlante reported that information has been forwarded to Attorney Serge for further action.  Attorney Serge will begin the necessary court actions.

The Board reviewed the expenditure report as of March 31, 2006.  There was concern about the fuel budgets of various departments.  Some are already over expended or are very close.  There was a question as to whether there has been a larger consumption or is this overage due strictly to the drastic price changes.  Mrs. LaPlante will prepare a spreadsheet of the past 3 years of usage for a comparison for the next meeting.

The Board reviewed the police chief job description.  Mr. Northcott recommended some changes.  The revised document will be prepared for review at the next meeting.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:10pm.
