MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

April 11, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:20pm by Chairman Robinson.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.   

6:20PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non-public session per RSA91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.

6:35PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to return to public session.  Vote was unanimous.

APPOINTMENT:

6:35PM -  MHD, Mr. Patnode,   The Board discussed the grading of Frost Hill Road with  Mr. Patnode.  They discussed the recommendations from the engineer.  They also discussed the water run off problem, which is located at the Woodard resident on Old Chesham Road.  

Mr. Patnode informed the Board that water testing will have to be increased this year per recommendations from DES.  He will take care of the schedule.

Mr. Patnode reported that the “grader availability” is low at the present time but he does have several distributors searching for him.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:45PM.

6:45PM Mr. & Mrs. Summers:  Mr. Summers explained to the Board that he is looking to build a home on his property located on Colonial Drive.  He is requesting permission to place a trailer on the lot while his is building.  Chairman Robinson asked how long he thought this might be required.  Mr. Summers indicated that it would be not more than 2 years.  As a licensed contractor he will be doing most of the work himself therefore requiring a little longer time period to finish the home.  Mr. Northcott asked about the septic and water supply for the trailer.  Mr. Summers stated that the well and septic would be in place before they placed the trailer on the lot.  Chairman Robinson explained that there is a limitation on the time that a trailer can be placed for this purpose.   He asked for a time period in which the Summers needed an answer so they could proceed.   After discussion Chairman Robinson agreed to get back in touch with the Summers within 10 days with a final decision.  Mr. & Mrs. Summers left at 6:55pm.

7:00PM – Mr. Brad Little of Ideacom – Mr. Little came before the Board with a presentation for phone service for the town.  Mr. Little outlined the cost involved as well as the options available.  Mr. Little indicated that they would be a 60% increase from the current monthly base line fee of $293.87 plus additional fees for Caller  ID, additional listings and business package plan and toll calls.   This would increase on monthly bill to approximately $1000/month from the current $550 to $600/monthly bill.

Chairman Robinson explained that we will be looking at other proposal and will be making a decision by the first of May.    Mr. Little left at 7:25pm.

8:00PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non-public session per RSA91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.

8:25PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to return to public session.  Vote was unanimous.

 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $22,532.01.   Vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Northcott made a request of the Board to withdraw funds from the Hemenway Fund for assistance with fuel for a resident.  This service was provided by Monadnock Fuel and they will be paid directly.  Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Robinson seconded to approve the withdrawal.  Vote was unanimous.  Ms. Croteau will provide the Treasurer with the necessary information.

Mrs. Paight brought up a request for Mr. Northcott to serve on the School Capitol Improvement Committee.  The Board had no objection to his representation.

There was an inquiry from a resident on Forrest Drive regarding the possibility of the town sewer being continued up Forrest Drive.  The resident is beginning to experience some septic problems and was making a determination on how to proceed with the situation.  It was suggested that we contact Mr. Rob Hitchcock regarding the preliminary engineering and possibilities so that we may incorporate the cost into the 2006 Sewer Budget.  Mr. Northcott also discussed the possibility of looking into grants that may be available to the town for this purpose.

Mr. Northcott asked about the Cemetery Ordinance regarding purchasing of cemetery plots.  Mr. Robinson presented the draft changes to the Board.  He suggested that we send a copy of the proposed changes to the Cemetery Trustees and then schedule a public hearing.  Mrs. LaPlante will get the changes to the cemetery trustees and when input from them is complete she will determine the date of the public hearing.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:02pm.
