MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       APRIL 12, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:35PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM -  MHD – Mr. Patnode –  Chairman Northcott asked what we are planning to do with the Knowlton Street corner.  Mr. Patnode said that we would need to determine the width and lay a base and then pave the corner to allow for a turning radius.  Chairman Northcott will respond to Safety Environmental.  Mr. Patnode and the Selectmen reviewed the survey map provided by Mr. Goodrich.  Mr. Patnode asked about the Fitch Court Well.   He commented that we normally clean the well every four to five years. It is now been six years since the last cleaning and it is not producing as it should.  He stated that we may have to use the backup well more this summer.   Chairman Northcott suggested that Mr. Patnode and Mr. Karasinsky schedule the cleaning.   Mr. Patnode left at 6:50pm. 

6:45PM – Citizen to discuss back taxes – Citizen came in to request an extension for paying their taxes.  The Board reviewed the balance due and suggested a monthly payment schedule.  The Board agreed to an extention through June 1st to make the payment or the deed waiver would be revoked.  Citizen left at 6:59PM.  

7:00PM – Public Hearing – Mr. Robinson moved to go into the public hearing.  Mrs. Paight seconded. Vote was unanimous.

7:15PM – Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Robinson moved to accept the Energy Efficiency & Conservation Block Grant in the amount of $84,950, and to authorize Chairman Northcott as the designee to sign.  Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Briggs brought the selectmen up to date on some of the options that have been discussed for the old school. Mr. Briggs left at 7:30pm.  

7:30PM – Citizen to discuss back taxes – Citizen asked for a deed waiver for back taxes.  He is expecting to be able to pay off 2 years worth of taxes. The Board will waive the deed at the present time.  Citizen left at 7:34pm. 

7:35PM – Citizen to discuss back taxes – Citizen discussed payment schedule previously addressed.  She reported that she has been looking into options for obtaining funding.  Chairman Northcott reviewed the total taxes due with the citizen.  There was concerned that the payment amount of the previous agreement would not begin to impact the principal amount.  She is looking to sell the property and would like to ask for the same agreement as the previous year.  Chairman Northcott had concerns that there has not been progress made in paying this off.  

There was discussion regarding the town taking the property for tax deed and the impact this would have on the property owner.  Chairman Northcott suggested that we waive the deed for two months to give the property owner time to look at other options regarding the sale of the property.   Citizen left at 8:00pm

8:00PM – Mr. Veal –   Cancelled appointment.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $23,251.64 and the minutes of the previous meeting and non-public hearing minutes.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the renewal application for discretionary easement for Mr. & Mrs. Shaw, property located on Shaker Farm Road.  The Board reviewed the documentation provided.  Mr. Robinson moved to grant the discretionary easement renewal for the property located on Shaker Farm Road, Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed and approved the building permit application for addition to residence at 40 Old Dublin Road.  

The Board reviewed and signed the deed waivers for various properties.  

Chairman Northcott reviewed a request from the Garden Club to put up signs at the Gazebo regarding picking up after dogs.  The Board agreed to let them place these signs and also look into getting the dispenser for bags.

The Board reviewed the letter from Mrs. Orkins regarding installation of a meter at 22 Mountain Drive.  The Board agreed to have Mr. Wallace install this meter.

The Board also reviewed the request from Mrs. Orkins regarding the remaining residents who need to have meters installed.  We have not been able to gain access to these properties even after several letters.  Chairman Northcott will prepare a letter from the Board as a final notification.

The Board reviewed the status of Mr. Ryan’s approval for keeping livestock at his property on Canada Street.  Mr. Robinson will complete a letter to the planning board.  

The Board reviewed a letter and pictures received from a resident regarding unapproved logging operation on Jaffrey Road.  A letter will be sent to property owner to come meet with the Board.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:30pm.
