MINUTES OF THE SELECTMEN’S MEETING 

               APRIL 13, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM – Mr. Hitchcock -  Mr. Hitchcock provided a revised plan for the Woodward’s parking spaces on Fitch Court which will infringe on town property.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to approved the easement as drawn by SVE Associates for the Woodward’s parking area.  Vote was unanimous.

6:35PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode –  Chairman Paight asked about the specifications for the new one-ton dump.  Mr. Patnode provided the specification list to the board.  He stated that he has only received pricing from one dealership at this point.  Chairman Paight asked if any of the dealerships would be interested in providing a figure for a trade in.  Mr. Patnode said that Hillsborough Ford would give us $1200.00 for a trade-in.  Mr. Patnode will look at other options for the old truck.  

Mr. Northcott asked if Mr. Patnode thought there was anything that we should do to Stone Pond Road in regards to ditching and drainage.  The Board also complimented the highway department on a job well done while Mr. Patnode was out and thanked all those who offered assistance.  There was discussion regarding damage to Granite Street when the trucks were hauling for the school project.  We have been assured by 

SUR that the road will be repaved when the paving plant is opened.

Mr. Patnode reported on the status of his recent injury.  It was discussed as to when he would be able to return to light duty.    Mr. Patnode left at 6:50pm 

6:50PM – Mr. & Mrs. Williams – Discretionary Easement Renewal - Mr. Williams had received a letter from the town indicating that the current discretionary easement expired April 1, 2009 and needed to be renewed.  The renewal application was presented and Mrs. Williams explained the location and the purpose of the discretionary easement.  The Board reviewed the plans showing the property location.  Mr. Robinson asked what is the public access/good to this property.  Mrs. Williams explained that the larger property has a small piece of road frontage that could be public access.  Mrs. Williams explained that there is a lot of wildlife and also protected flowers.  The Board will review the application and get back to the Williams with their decision.  Mr. & Mrs. Williams left at 7:10pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $26,717.18 and minutes of previous meeting as amended.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the status of the Grimshaw property investigation with NHDES Alteration of Terrain.  Mrs. LaPlante reported that they would be setting up an inspection and report back to the board with their findings. 

Chairman Paight asked Mr. Robinson if he obtained the information from the Planning Board regarding the area of land that can be covered by buildings on a lot.  He reported that he had not gotten a response and would address this again at the planning board meeting on Tuesday evening.

Discussion was held regarding the members of the Hazardous Mitigation Committees for the update working.  Mrs. LaPlante reported that the only committee member invitation that has been received is from Mr. Heyman, who will be the public representative.

The Board reviewed the Meeting House Dam repair application that needs to be submitted by June 1st.  It was recommended that we ask Mr. Hitchcock to prepare a plan to send with the application.  The highway department could complete the brush and tree removal within 15 feet of the dam. 

The Board reviewed the deeding waiver letters for signature.  Mrs. Orkins explained the process of restarting the deed process for a specific property.  The Board will review these for final signatures at the April 20th meeting.

The Board reviewed the request for the discretionary easement renewal.  They reviewed the criteria for discretionary easement.  After some discussion Mr. Robinson moved to deny the discretionary easement application for Deborah and John Williams.  Mr. Northcott seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous.  The Board requested that Mr. Marazoff, Cross Country Appraisal, review the property assessment on these parcels.

Mr. Northcott updated the Board on the request from Mr. Vernon to not close up the monitoring wells for the Sunoco Station, as we may be able to use these wells during our well process.  The Board agreed to this suggestion from Mr. Vernon.  Mr. Northcott also reported that Mr. Vernon would be at the next meeting to discuss the next step in the well process.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:55pm.
