MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

April 14, 2008

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode -  The Board reviewed the Laurel Street drainage issue with Mr. Patnode.  Mrs. Paight asked if the road sign for the Canada Street/Knowlton Street truck route, which is on the DiBiccari property, could be moved over to the street sign.  Mr. Patnode will look into moving the sign.  Mr. Northcott asked if some fill could be put around the test well at the pavilion site.  This could be a potential hazard.  There was also discussion regarding the relocation of Fitch Court.  Mr. Patnode reported that there has been a lot of work done on the dirt roads.
