MINUTES OF THE RECONVENED

      SELECTMEN’S MEETING 



APRIL 14, 2001

The meeting was reconvened and called to order at 1:00pm by Chairman Robinson.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mrs. Paight.

The Selectmen reviewed and approved a veteran’s exemption.

At 1:30PM, Chief Lyons, Deborah Lyons and Howard Sheats joined the Selectmen.  John Northcott presented Chief Lyons with new Town Police Department Policies.  Mr. Northcott explained that these new policies should help prevent issues relating to the Chief’s earlier claim that the Board was receiving incorrect information regarding the Police Department.  Chief Lyons reviewed the document and stated he had no questions.  Mr. Northcott asked if the police department had a log sheet the Chief could use for his daily log.  The Chief replied he did have one.

Mr. Northcott shared an example of police car graphics, which the Selectmen would like on the new cruiser.  The Selectmen do not like the current graphics because they are hard to ready from only a short distance away.  Chief Lyons said he was awaiting several examples of graphics from his supplier.

Chief Lyons, Deborah Lyons and Howard Sheats left the meeting at 1:55pm.

Shortly after, Chairman Robinson discovered he had not given Chief Lyons the SOG Directive regarding the Standard Operating Guidelines.  He went to the police department and presented the document to Chief Lyons.  

The Selectmen signed two water/sewer abatements.

Town Clerk, Ellen Orkins, joined the Selectmen briefly at 2:00pm to update the Board on the deputy town clerk search.  Mrs. Orkins left at 2:10pm.

The Selectmen reviewed the bids for two new wells on Fitch Court.  After review, John Northcott moved to accept the bid from Layne Christiansen Co. for $55,790.  Gina Paight seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Robinson reported that one railroad car had been removed from the RTC.  He instructed Paul Laurendeau to ask the highway department to bring some gravel to fill in the small hole that was under the car to prevent standing water problems.

Gina Paight moved to adjourn at 2:25pm.  Seconded by Lawrence Robinson.  Vote was unanimous.
