MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

April 17, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM  - Mr. Matt Suchodolski, SWPRC  -    Mr. Suchodolski presented the final requistion for expenditures for the Mt. Corporation CDBG grant.  He also provided the close out sheets for the board to sign.  The grant has made all of its commitments and will be closed out.  Mr. Suchodolski left at 6:35pm.

6:35PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder – Mr. Robinson asked Mr. Batchelder about the use of kerosene at the RTC and the fuel budget was discussed.  Discussion was also held regarding the renovation of the boiler room, as the front doors are unsafe.  Mr. Batchelder had Mr. Giguere provide a quote for replacing the building.  Mr. Giguere felt it would be too expensive to replace the complete building so they will work on replacing the doorway.  There was discussion regarding the condition of the boxcars and the eventual need to replacement them.  Mr. Batchelder recommended that this project be a long-term project.  The Board suggested that Mr. Batchelder propose a plan to be considered for establishing a capital reserve for this project.  Discussion was also had regarding a possible guardhouse to direct people and help monitor the items placed in the various recycling areas.  Mr. Batchelder reported that Mr. Hickox has been attending classes to become a certified level III Operator.  Mr. Batchelder left at 7:00pm.

7:00PM- Mr. Castor –  Mr. Castor came before the Board to let them know that the motor home has been  removed from the well head protection area as requested.  Mr. Castor also asked the Board if it was possible to build a platform where the motor home was originally parked to prevent any problems with the wellhead.  Chairman Paight stated that there is a meeting scheduled with the representatives from DES and that question would be asked.   The Board thanked Mr. Castor for taking care of the situation.  Mr. Castor left at 7:10PM.

7:10PM – Mr. Michael  Ball -  Mr. Ball came before the Board to discuss possible acquisition of town owned property located on the corner of Seavey Court and Ling Street.  Mr. Goodrich helped to explain the land layout on the map provided by Mr. Ball.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to transfer this property to Mr. Ball for the sum of $1.00.  All expenses for this transfer to be incurred by Mr. Ball.  Vote was unanimous.  

7:20PM – Mr. Goodrich, Mrs. Hayden and Mr. Hayden – Mr. Goodrich presented a request on behalf of Mrs. Hayden and her son, to access her property located in Roxbury through her property located on Old Harrisville Road, Marlborough.  There is currently a seasonal cottage on the Roxbury property and Mr. Hayden would like to build a year-round home.  The Selectmen of Roxbury have agreed to the roadway provided the Selectmen of Marlborough would also accept this arrangement.  The Board had concerns regarding the emergency services for this property, as  Marlborough Fire, Police and Marl-Harris Ambulance would be the responding emergency service provider.   The town  currently provides these services to Mrs. Alice Pell, who resides on the Marlborough end of the proposed private drive.    It was discussed that this would be a “Private Drive” maintained by the landowner and not the town.  Mr. Hayden stated that this was the intention and that they wished to name it “Pell Drive – Private Drive”.  The Board agreed to this proposal and will forward a letter to the Roxbury Selectmen to let them know of this decision.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify Mr. Patnode regarding a sign and also make the necessary changes to the 911 listing.  Mr. Goodrich, Mrs. Hayden and Mr. Hayden left at 7:40pm.

7:40PM – Mr. Kerber and Mr. Durocher – Mr. Kerber provided additional information regarding the wellhead protection area.  He reported that he spoke with a representative of the wetlands division regarding run-off issues of the proposed improvements to Fitch Court.  The Board accepted their information.  The Board will be continuing their research into this issue.  The Board will be meeting with a representative from DES to further study the issues that have been discussed.  Mr. Kerber and Mr. Durocher left at 8:25pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Chairman Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $1,812.67 and $7,197.62 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the fuel usage charts provided by Mrs. LaPlante.  Usage is stable but since the fuel pricing has increased significantly there are budget overages.  

The Board accepted the letter of resignation, with regrets, from Mr. Davidian as emergency management director.  A letter of thanks will be sent to Mr. Davidian.  Mr. Robinson suggested that we contact Mr. Livingston to see if he is interested in taking the position of emergency management director. 

Mr. Patnode asked to put a bid out for the grader in the LGC “Town and City” publication and also in the local paper.  The Board thought this was a good idea.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:00pm.
