MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

April 18, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:20pm by Chairman Robinson.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Northcott and  Office Assistant Pamela Croteau.

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM -  RTC – Mr. Batchelder – Not present – no report
6:45PM – Mr. Krinsky –  Mr. Krinsky presented information on setting up the open space committee.  The Board gave Mr. Krinsky a history relative to the need for public hearing, which is scheduled for next week.  Recommendations for potential committee members were reviewed.  It was decided that Mrs. LaPlante, with assistance from Mr. Northcott would send letters inviting Mr. Metcalf, Mr. MacVeagh, Ms. Hayden, and Mr. Goodrich to serve on the committee.  Mr. Krinsky will send letters to Ms. Newbsuhem, Ms. Athens and Mr. Schieroth informing them of current committee status.  Mr. Durocher and Mr. Rice have accepted the invitation to serve on the committee along with Mr. Krinsky.

Chairman Robinson stated that the Southwest Region Planning Commission along with the Monadnock Conservancy has developed a written open space plan for the Town of Swanzey.  He will obtain a copy so that it may be used as a resource tool for the committee once they begin work on a plan for Marlborough. 

It is agreed by all those present however, that the first priority of the committee needs to be Mr. Kenney’s farm and plans for that.  Mr. Ober of the Monadnock Conservancy, through Mr. Krinsky, a more formal confirmation of the town’s investment with respect to this project.  Mr. Krinsky is to email Mr. Ober with an explanation that once the public hearing is held and the committee is established this will be their first agenda item.  The first committee meeting will be held on May 11th at 7:00pm in the conference room of the Town Office.

7:05PM – Mr. Johnson and Mr. Buckbee of ZBA – Mr. Johnson presented ZBA questions relative to protocol specifically with deliberative input/dialogue and documentation.  Further discussion surrounding use of documents, formal or not, when making decisions.  Class IV roads policy vs. practice and additional information was reviewed.

7:45PM – Mrs. Grace, Mr. Woodward and Mrs. Woodward- The Cemetery Trustees were present to discuss the proposed cemetery ordinance changes.  The definition of residency was reviewed.  Purpose behind the use of warrant articles for specific projects (i.e. cutting or pruning of trees at cemeteries) was reviewed.  Information provided in the annual report and process options for future funding discussed.

 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $6,407.61.   Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed several building permits.  The Board will hold decision on one permit as the property is still in a sale pending status.  Owners who submitted request are not due to close on the property until next month.  Board will reconsider the permit at that time.

Permit request for a deck was approved with notation that should any upcoming changes with respect to the Board’s decision to increase the dollar amount to establish need for a permit beyond $2500.  If this occurs than property owner would be eligible for a refund from the town.

Chairman Robinson moved to table the discussion of changes and recommendation from Attorney Mayer with respect tot he Wastewater Intermunicipal Agreement to the April 25th meeting.  Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board had some questions regarding the phone service changes that they would like Mrs. LaPlante to look into prior to the April 25th meeting.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:40pm.
