MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       APRIL 19, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM -  Mr. Woodward, Sr.  –. Also present Mr. & Mrs. Washburn, Mr. Zlamal & Ms. Brennan, and Mrs Woodward.   Chairman Northcott explained the purpose of this meeting was to discuss the business operation on Mr. Woodward’s property. There is no record of this operation being approved by the Planning Board.  Mr. Woodward explained that he had given Mr. Washburn permission to use his property on Route 124 for his business.  Mr. Robinson explained that anytime the use of a property changes, a site plan review with the planning board is required. Mr. Washburn asked what has to be done to get on the planning board agenda. Mr. Robinson explained the process.  Mr. Washburn asked when the next meeting would be. Mrs. LaPlante stated that he would have to apply for the June agenda because the deadline for the May agenda had passed.  Mr. Washburn asked if the complaint was because of the firewood operation. Mr. Washburn explained the nature of what his business entails.  He explained that firewood was cut during mud season but now he only stores logs and chips there.  Mr. Northcott stated that he couldn’t operate a business of any kind on the property until he has planning board permission.  Mr. Woodward expressed concern about who is saying there is noise there because he doesn’t hear Mr. Washburn when he is there.  Ms. Brennan explained that the chainsaw noise and traffic coming in and out were the problems.  Mr. Washburn offered to stop the firewood operation, as this is not his main business.  Mr. Zlamal stated that Mr. Washburn has not obtained a commercial business license and he has not met the necessary set back rules.  Mrs. Washburn stated that they are looking to purchase property in Marlborough and questioned what would have to take place in order for them to run the business on that property.  Chairman Northcott explained that they, or their realtor, should check the zoning regulations before making an offer on property.  Mr. Washburn asked if the issue would go away if he removed his equipment and cleaned the lot. Mr. Washburn asked again if he could park his vehicles there and continue to keep the logs there.  Mr. Robinson asked Mr. Woodward when the curb cut to the property was established.  Mr. Woodward reported that the driveway was there in 1970 when he purchased the property. Mr. Zlamal asked about a cease and desist order.  Chairman Northcott stated that Mr. Washburn and Mr. Woodward have been informed that the operation cannot continue without the approval of the planning board and they agreed to cease the operation.  There was discussion regarding the time needed to get Mr. Washburn's equipment off the lot if he decides not to go before the planning board.  Chairman Northcott stated that the Board is allowing Mr. Washburn a reasonable amount of time to remove his equipment. All parties left at 7:05pm.  

7:25PM – Mr. Butler, Mr. Frost and Mr. Hill – Heritage Commission –    Mr. Frost provided copies of the panels that are being prepared for the new school.  There will be seven panels in all.  Mr. Butler asked the Board where they stand on the Gates House status.  Chairman Northcott reported that the Board has not taken steps at this time to move forward.  Mr. Butler explained that the Heritage Commission feels that this is a project that is larger than what the commission can complete.  They are suggesting that the Selectmen establish a committee to decide what is to be done for the future of the Gates House.  Mr. Butler explained how the Gates House was obtained by the town.  He explained that there were some conditions in the deed regarding the house.  There was discussion regarding the foundation moving more since the fall.   Mr. Robinson asked if there was someone from the Heritage Commission who would be on the committee. Mr. Hill would consider being on this committee.   There was also a suggestion that there be representation from the selectmen’s office, school and other town organization on the committee.    Mr. Hill again stated that this is really a “town obligation” not just the Heritage Commission responsibility.  Chairman Northcott said that the Board will take it under advisement.  The Heritage Commission left at 7:50pm.  

8:00PM – Mr. Veal – No Show

8:00PM – Mrs. Orkins – Discussion on “E-Registration” Project -  Mrs. Orkins provided information regarding the implementation of the E-Registration ability.  She explained the fees, which had already been placed in the 2010 budget for the start-up.  There will be a user fee implemented for the use of the on-line registration. Chairman Northcott asked if this is a savings for the town clerk.  Mrs. Orkins explained that there is no time saved for this convenience to the residents of town. She explained how her office would handle the new program.   Mrs. Orkins also stated that this could be made available for use in dog licensing.   Mrs. Orkins left at 8:25pm

8:25PM – Citizen – Back Taxes –   Citizen explained that his mortgage company had said they would take care of taxes due, but that was not the case.  Citizen explained that he could pay $100/week towards balance due.    Mrs. Paight asked if the mortgage company would consider paying this and adjusting their mortgage.  The Citizen stated that they would not consider this. The mortgage company said a letter from the town was necessary regarding the payment arrangements.  Chairman Northcott explained that we start with the $100/week and review the situation every 60 days.  Citizen left at 8:40pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $5,680.32 and the minutes of the previous meeting and non-public hearing minutes as amended.   Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the request from NHDES for Marlborough to participate in a water tasting competition on May 6th.  

The Board reviewed the quote from Layne Christensen Company regarding the cleaning of Well #2.  Mr. Patnode had explained at last week’s meeting that the well is not pumping as efficiently as it should be and we might have to utilize the School Street well more during the summer.    Chairman Northcott will contact Mr. Hydro for further clarification on the bid.

The Board reviewed the request from the park manager of Mountain View Trailer Park regarding what is needed to keep the park expansion going.  Mr. Robinson explained the ruling regarding the completion of a project within 6 years.  When the building permit is issued for the 2 pads, it will be conditional on the planning board decision in regards to landscaping, etc.  

The Board reviewed a letter from Mr. Gordon requesting an abatement on his first issue water/sewer bill.  This will be tabled until next meeting when we can obtain a copy of the bill from the town clerk.

The Board reviewed the comments regarding street light removal.  It was suggested that a copy of the comments be given to Chief Lyons for his recommendation.  The Board decided to start with the following lights: #12 Library Way, #27 Jaffrey Road near 143 Jaffrey Road’ #28 Jaffrey Road near 161 Jaffrey Road and #29 Route 101 near 347 Main Street.  A letter will be sent to PSNH to begin this project.

Mrs. Paight asked about the letter for the consignment shop on Main/Ling Street.  Mr. Robinson has not completed the letter yet. 

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:30pm.
