MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

April 24, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM  - OPENING OF HIGHWAY DEPT. TRUCK BIDS  - The bids were opened at the following were received:

The bids will be sent to Mr. Patnode for review of warranty and services options and the Board of Selectmen will review finance options.  

7:10PM – Mr. Germond -  Timber Tax Bill – Mr. Germond came before the Board with questions regarding his timber tax bill for a cut on his property located on School Street.  Chairman Paight explained the process for calculating the timber tax.  Mr. Germond stated that the tax calculated was approximately 20% of what he received instead of the state’s 10% range.  Mr. Germond provided mill slips and the Board will review the slips and report back to Mr. Germond.  The selectmen will notify Mrs. Orkins, Tax Collector regarding this invoice so that no penalty will be assessed while the situation is in dispute.  Mr. Germond left at 7:20pm.

8:00PM – Mr. Hal Woodward – Mr. Woodward came before the board to discuss the proposal regarding the disposal of the old grader.  Chairman Paight explained that we were putting it in the local paper and the Town & City Publication per request from Mr. Patnode.  

Mr. Woodward also discussed the issue of the proposed new school location near the town well.  Chairman Paight explained that the selectmen were researching all necessary information regarding the wellhead protection area and the well itself.  She stated that the Selectmen are looking at the situation as “custodians of the well” not as individuals for or against the school.  They will be looking into all possible options and guidelines.  Mr. Woodward left at 8:15pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Chairman Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $21,564.22, $127.90 and $1,051.66 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mrs. LaPlante reported that Chief Lyons has responded to a recent complaint against the department and will follow-up according to recommendations from town counsel.  

Mr. Northcott reported that the MCA would like to meet with the Selectmen and Mr. Patnode at the May 8th meeting to discuss a project to replace the street signs in the town.  Mr. Northcott will get together with Mr. Patnode prior to this meeting to gather information for the project.

The Board continued the review of the police chief job description.  Changes were discussed and Mrs. LaPlante will make the necessary changes and provide updated copies for the next meeting.

The Board reviewed a letter from Jeff Earls, Cross Country Appraisal, regarding switching the property assessment program from Proval to Avitar.   The Board would need more information before making a decision to change.  At this time, the Board will remain with Proval and will continue the up-dates by remote access capabilities.   Any future technical support will be received directly from Manatron, which is the company for Proval support.

The Board reviewed the office assistant applications.  Mrs. LaPlante will continue the interviews.  A decision will be made by the end of the week.  

Chairman Paight asked if Mr. Livingston had accepted the offer of Emergency Management Director.   Mr. Robinson reported that Mr. Livingston was currently out of town and has not yet responded.  

Mr. Robinson brought up the issue of a violation to Zoning Ordinance 8.2 regarding the number of travel trailers allowed on a parcel.  After some discussion, Chairman Paight stated that she will write a letter to the property owner.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50pm.
