MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

April 25, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Acting Chairman Paight.  Present were Selectman, Mr. Northcott and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant

APPOINTMENT:

7:55PM  Mr. & Mrs. Aho – Mr. & Mrs. Aho came before the Board because they  have an issue with the neighbor parking his tractor trailer on their property located on Webb Depot Road.  They had questions regarding establishment of boundary lines.  Mr. Northcott explained that this is a civil issue between property owners and that the Board can’t become involved.  He suggested that they contact a surveyor to determine where the boundaries are on the property in question.  They thanked the board for their direction and left at 8:10pm.

 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $7,885.15.   Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed an intent to cut that is over the 100,000 board feet limit.   In accordance with the town ordinance this permit needs to go before the planning board for a site plan review.  Mrs. LaPlante was asked to send a letter to Mr. Hathaway, the logger and Mr. Summers, the property owner with the necessary documentation for them to submit a site plan review.  The Board has signed the intent to cut in order to stay in compliance with the Dept. of Revenue 30 day requirement.  

The Board reviewed the answers received from Mr. Vago of InfoHighway regarding the phone system proposal.  Mr. Northcott still had a question regarding why one contractor was able to assure us that we could go on a month-to-month system with Centrex and another was saying that we must sign a long term contract.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mr. Vago again and provide information for the next meeting.

Mrs. Paight asked if there was intent to cut on file for property located on Troy Road.  It appears to be more than just a building lot being cleared.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mr. Stewart at the Division of Forestry and Lands and request him to review the operation.

Mrs. Paight rmoved that the review of the Wastewater Intermunicipal Agreement recommendations from the town attorney be postponed until the May 2, 2005 meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott received a call from Mr. Ferranti regarding the progress of the beach drainage project which was approved at the Town Meeting.  Mr. Northcott has asked Mrs. LaPlante to contact Mr. Linders reqarding a scope of work that is to be done and then we will prepare a “Request for Bid” which will be published in the Keene Sentinel.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:40pm.
