MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

April 30, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant

APPOINTMENT:    

6:45PM – Mr. Gavrin, Conservation Commission – Mrs. Paight asked about the Buffler Trail and the use of dirt bikes on that trail.    Mr. Gavrin had some concerns and request from the Conservation Commission meeting.  He wanted clarification and authorization requirements to expend monies from the Conservation Commission Fund.  The Board reviewed the RSA with Mr. Gavrin.  Mr. Gavrin requested authorization for the following expenditures from the conservation fund. The first was for up to $5,000 for closing coast on a development easement on the property at Frost Hill along Birch Avenue.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to authorize the Conservation Commission to use up to $5,000 for closing cost on the Frost Street property easement.  Vote was unanimous.

The second request is for $1500 from the Conservation Commission Fund for the purpose of an appraisal on a 93-acre parcel on Laurel Street for the purpose of defining an appraisal value for a development easement.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to authorize the expenditure of up to $1500 for the appraisal of 93-acre parcel on Laurel Street for a development easement.  Vote was unanimous.

The third request was for an additional $10,000 for the Kenney Farm Project being proposed by Open Space Committee.  After some discussion the Board advised Mr. Gavrin that the Board of Selectmen closed this project as the deal had fallen through.  He will need to go back to the Open Space Committee and the process will need to be restarted.  

There was discussion regarding Stone Pond drainage issues.  Mr. Gavrin suggested that we get the recreation committee involved also with working on the drainage issue.  It was determined that the problem originates at the Dublin end of Stone Pond and that there were some ways to divert the run-off and also to divert water coming down Hunt Road onto Stone Pond Road.  Mr. Gavrin and Chairman Northcott will meet with Mr. Patnode to come up with some solutions and dollar figures.  Mr. Gavrin left at 7:55pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $14,394.40 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a letter from a citizen’s attorney regarding the new zoning ordinances that were voted in on March 13th.  Mr. Robinson explained that this ordinance does not affect the “private homeowner”.  Chairman Northcott suggested that we forward a copy of this letter to the Planning Board for their review.  

The Board reviewed an application for an elderly exemption for approval and also reviewed a veteran’s credit application.  

Chairman Northcott reported that Mr. Clang, Granite State Water Resources, would be coming in on Thursday morning to meet with Mr. Karasinsky to discuss water and sewer information.  Mr. Clang will also be bringing a representative to talk about the sewer rate.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:35pm.
