MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

May 2, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Robinson.  Present were Selectmen, Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

6:30PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non-public session per RSA91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.

6:45PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to return to public session.  Vote was unanimous.

APPOINTMENT:

6:45PM – MPD – Chief Dodge -  Chief Dodge discussed the need for a change in the detail rate which the Marlborough Police Dept. bills for special details.  The changes will be as follows:  Hourly rate for the officer - $25 to $30/hour, the use of cruiser $5/hour and administrative charge $5/hour for a total of $40/hour for all special detail work. 

Chief Dodge brought a copy of the job description for the police chief.  The Board will further review this document.  Chief Dodge also asked about the status of establishing a search committee.  Chief Dodge left at 7:10pm.

7:10PM  Mr. Gordon Trudelle – Mr. Trudelle came before the Board regarding the situation on Gates Road with the water running across the road towards their mailbox house leaving extreme amounts of gravel.  Nothing has been done yet and he was under the assumption that a catch basin and berm were going to put in place last fall.  Chairman Robinson recognized that this had been neglected and the Board will meet with Mr. Patnode and be certain that this is completed.  Chairman Robinson stated that this will be made a priority project and be completed by the end of the month.  Mr. Trudelle left at 7:20pm.

7:25pm  - Mr. Bennett -  Mr. Bennett came before the Board with a complaint regarding several properties that are looking like junkyards.  The following sites were noted:  4 McKinley Circle; 347 Main Street; 51 Main Street; 11 Main Street; 41 Knowlton Street and 9 Hill Street; and the old saw mill behind 258 Main Street.   Chairman Robinson reported that we have already made the first notification to several of the above-mentioned properties and we will continue to work on these and the others. Mr. Bennett left at 7:42pm.

 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $36,062.47.   Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the wastewater agreement questions, which were provided by the town’s legal council.  These questions have been submitted to the City of Keene and we are awaiting their response.  

The Board continued to review information regarding the phone service contract.  It was suggested that we put a request on the NHLogin Server for any information from other towns that may have recommendations.  A “Request for Bid” for also discussed.   Discussion will continue at the next meeting.

The Board continued to review the request from Mr. Summer regarding placing a trailer on his property located on Colonial Drive while building his home.   Chairman Robinson advised that the current zoning ordinance do not allow for this option.  The Board will notify Mr. Summer and also will inform him that he may go before the Zoning Board of Adjustments to request a special exception to Zoning Ordinance 6.3.A.

Mrs. Orkins, Tax Collector, came before the Board to report that Mr. Fletcher will no longer be doing boat registration.  She has contacted the State of NH to see if it was possible for the Town Clerk/Tax Collector’s office to take over this service.  The Town may do re-registrations for the town portion only, which would keep the revenue in town but people would have to still go to the State DMV in Keene to do the state portion.  New registrations would have to be done completely at the State DMV.  Mrs. Orkins will do a notice for posting to let people know about the change.

The Board will hold a public hearing for the purpose of discussing the Building Permit Minimum.  This hearing will be help on May 16, 2005 at 7pm.

Ms. Morris is interested in the vacant town property located behind her home on Tarbox Court, (Town Property Map 13 Lot 083).  The Board will set up a public hearing for May 16, 2005 at 7pm regarding this bid.  It was noted that the buyer would be responsible for all legal cost and what ever they will bid.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:40pm.
